H. Confluence Park — General James Clinton and his Colonial Army was encamped
here on route to meet General John Sullivan during the Revolutionary War campaign
against the lroquois in 1779.

I.  Memorial Bridge — Built in 1925 to accommodate increased traffic from the west
side to downtown. Four bridge-corner plaques honor those who served in World War
.

J.  Tyler Park - During the first half of the 20" century, Tyler Park ran along the
Chenango River adjacent to Wall Street. A memorial to the victims of the 2009
American Civic Association tragedy is located on the southeast corner.

K. East Clinton Street Bridge — John A. Roebling designed a “Ferry Street” suspension
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bridge c.1855. The existing Art Deco style bridge was built in 1937 after an 1897 ' ' i.6 miigs
iron bridge was destroyed in the 1935 flood.
