New hours and pre-requisites for Firefighter 1
Beginning in January 2015, the NYS Department of Homeland Security and Emergency Services, Office of Fire Prevention and Control will be making some changes to the Firefighter 1 curriculum.  This will be bringing New York State up to the national standard for the program.  This is by no means, making it more difficult for people to become firefighters, as we will still be the shortest Firefighter 1 class in the nation!

As of January 2015, any person completing Firefighter 1 will need to graduate the course, a current CPR card and proof of some basic first aid training.  The first aid standard  will probably be about an 8 hr minimum course. If you do not have the CPR card and first aid card at the completion of the Firefighter 1 course, you will have two years to complete it or probably have to take Firefighter 1 over again.   We are working with EMS Coordinator Ray Serowik to facilitate this training.

Additionally, all class room presentations will continue to be 3 hours in length, however all skills sessions will now be 4 hours long!
