RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE RULES OF ORDER FOR THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE FOR 
THE 2021-2022 LEGISLATIVE TERM 

RESOLVED, that the Rules of .Order of this County Legislature, attached hereto as 
Exhibit "A", shall be the Rules of Order of the County Legislature for the term of this County 
Legislature, and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall become effective immediately.

RULES OF ORDER 
RULE 1 

ORGANIZATION OF THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE 
The County Legislature shall bi-annually, by Resolution duly adopted during the month of 
December, fix the date and time of the meeting to organize, which meeting shall be held on or 
before the eighth day of January next following, in the Legislative Chambers, Edwin L. Crawford 
County Office Building, Government Plaza, Binghamton, New York, for the purpose of adopting 
Rules of Order and such other business as may legally come before it at the Organizational 
Meeting. 

At the Organizational Meeting held in the calendar year next succeeding the General Election at 
which the Legislators have been elected, the County Legislature shall elect a Chair and Clerk for 
a term of office for which the members of the County Legislature were elected (two full years). 

RULE2 
PROCEDURE FOR ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING 

The County Clerk shall act as Chair pro tern. The Chair pro tern shall call the Legislators to 
order, and read the fire exit announcement and call the roll. The Pledge of Allegiance to the 
Flag shall be followed by an Invocation of Prayer. Whereupon the Chair pro tern shall declare: 
"The first order of business is the election of a Chair." Nominations for the office of Chair shall 
then be taken from the floor and such nominations must be seconded. Before proceeding to an 
election, the Chair pro tern shall inquire if there are any further nominations. If there is no 
response, the Chair pro tern shall declare the nominations closed. Voting shall be by full roll call 
with each Legislator, when his/her name is called, declaring the name of the candidate of his/her 
choice who has been duly nominated and seconded. Voting shall continue until a candidate 
receives a majority vote of the whole number of members of the County Legislature; whereupon 
the Chair pro tern shall declare the duly elected Chair. Upon election, the Chair shall 
immediately assume all duties and responsibilities of the office and shall continue to act in such 
capacity until the termination of his/her term of office, which shall be for two full years.

The Chair shall then preside over the election of the Clerk of the County Legislature subject to 
the same procedure and vote. Upon election, the Clerk shall immediately assume all duties and 
responsibilities of the office and shall continue to act in such capacity until the termination of 
his/her term of office. 

RULE3 
MEETINGS 

The County Legislature shall, at its Organizational Meeting, adopt a schedule of regular 
meetings for the year; and at the second meeting in December of that year, adopt a schedule of 
regular meetings for the following year. When the Chair of the County Legislature deems it 
necessary and advisable, he/she may change the time of the regular meeting to an hour of the 
day or evening other than that provided for in the Schedule of Meetings. In such event, the 
Chair shall require the Clerk of the Legislature to give notice to each member of the Legislature 
of such change in time for the regularly scheduled meeting, which notice shall be served 
personally, by mail, email or by phone upon each Legislator at least forty-eight (48) hours before 
the date fixed for holding the meeting. The Legislature may, by majority vote of its members, set 
another day. 

Special meetings shall be held at the call of the Clerk of the County Legislature upon direction of 
the Chair or upon written request signed by a majority of the Legislature. Notice in writing 
stating the time, the place and purpose of the special meeting shall be served personally or by 
mail, email, or by phone upon each Legislator by the Clerk of the Legislature at least forty-eight 
(48) hours before the date fixed for holding the meeting. A member may waive the service of 
this notice for a special meeting in writing. Only business specified in the notice thereof may be 
transacted at a special meeting. 

An Invocation of Prayer may be offered immediately following the Pledge of Allegiance to the 
Flag. The Chair of the County Legislature, or his/her designee, may make arrangements to 
invite clergy of various faiths and denominations, insofar as is possible, to offer such Prayer. 

RULE4 
QUORUM 

A "Quorum" shall mean a majority of the whole number of members of the County Legislature. 
There must be a quorum to transact business in either the County Legislature or Committee 
thereof, but a lesser number may adjourn. In the absence of a quorum during the sessions of 
the Legislature, the Chair may take whatever measures are provided by law and as he/she may 
deem necessary to secure the presence of a quorum. 

RULES 
COMMITTEES 

The Chair shall appoint all committees and chairs of committees unless ordered or directed by a 
two-thirds (2/3) vote of the County Legislature. Special committees may be authorized from time 
to time by the Legislature. 

The Chair is authorized to appoint ad hoc committees. The Chair shall be a member ex-officio of 
every committee, with no right to vote. 

The Chair may make temporary appointments to fill vacancies on any committee caused by the 
absence of members thereof. Notwithstanding paragraph two, the Chair may also appoint 
him/herself to fill temporary vacancies on any committees and shall have authority to vote as a 
temporary member of such committees. The chair of a standing committee may designate one 
of the members as temporary chair of a specific committee meeting or portion of a specific 
committee meeting. In the case of the absence of the chair of a standing committee at any 
meeting, and no designation of a temporary chair, the members present shall choose one of 
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their members as temporary chair. The County Law Department and/or the Legislative Clerk 
shall draft Resolutions for the consideration of the appropriate committees. The Legislative 
Clerk will further propose assignments of committees. The first committee will be considered the 
Prime sponsoring committee on Resolutions without an expenditure of County funds and both 
the first committee and the Finance Committee will be considered prime sponsoring committees 
on Resolutions with an expenditure of County funds. 

The Chair of the Legislature shall have the right to add or delete committee assignments, or 
change the order to review, as he/she shall deem fit. 

Resolutions without an expenditure of County funds must be approved by the Prime sponsoring 
committee prior to presentation to the full Legislature, and Resolutions with an expenditure of 
County funds that go before another committee and the Finance Committee shall require an 
affirmative vote from both committees prior to presentation to the full Legislature. 

Unless otherwise provided by the County Legislature, by Resolution passed by a two-thirds (2/3) 
majority, there shall be the following standing committees:

1. COUNTY ADMINISTRATION 
Five members who shall consider and report upon all matters relating to 

• the Rules of Order 
• local laws 
• advisory resolutions 
• the Legislature 
• County Executive 
• County Clerk 
• Department of Law 
• Information Technology 
• Elections. 
• This committee shall also consider and report upon all matters pertaining to 

County officers, County offices or departments not properly coming under 
the jurisdiction of any other standing or special committee. Any matters not 
properly within the jurisdiction of any standing committee shall be referred to 
this committee unless otherwise provided by the Legislature by Resolution. 

• The committee shall also have jurisdiction to allow Resolutions, which are 
untimely under Rule 21d to be considered by the Legislature. 

2. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, EDUCATION AND CULTURE 
Five members who shall consider and report upon all matters relating to 

• the Department of Planning and Economic Development 
• Environmental Management Council 
• Broome County Industrial Development Agency 
• Office of Employment and Training 
• Southern Tier East Regional Planning Development Board 
• Broome County Public Utility Service 
• Brownfield Assessment and re-development 
• all other matters of County interest relating to economic development, 

including the Chamber of Commerce, Visitors Bureau, and County events 
and promotions 

• Cornell Cooperative Extension of Broome County 
• all matters pertaining to rural affairs including agriculture, logging I timber 

harvesting, agricultural reviews, watershed flood protection projects, Soil & 
Water Conservation Service 
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• all other matters of County interest pertaining to rural development. 
• Broome Community College 
• County Historian 
• Broome County Public Library 
• Contract agencies and all other matters of County interest relating to 

education, the arts and culture 
• The Division of Parks, Recreation and Youth Services 
• Veterans Memorial Arena and the Forum 
• Youth Bureau 

This committee shall have concurrent jurisdiction with the Health and Human Services 
Committee on matters pertaining to oil and gas energy development. 

3. FINANCE 
Five members who shall consider and report upon all matters pertaining to the 
Department of Audit and Control, Real Property Tax Service, Risk Management, and 
the Office of Management and Budget. The committee shall: 
• review and make recommendations concerning the proposed annual budget and 

capital program 
• review and make recommendations for any change or modification in the current 

annual budget or capital program 
• review and make recommendations on the purchase of, and all matters 

pertaining to, County insurance and the bonds of County officers and employees 
• consider and report upon all matters pertaining to reassessment, the equalization 

of both State and County assessments, the assessment rolls and footings, 
erroneous assessments, tax maps, and tax sales 

• consider and report upon Off Track Betting, sales tax and other tax revenues 
• report upon all property deeded or conveyed to the County and shall recommend 

the disposal or sale of all real and personal property when no longer required for 
public use 

• survey, consider, study and report upon all capital projects as defined in Section 
603 of the Broome County Charter and, to. submit recommendations thereon with 
the order of priority based upon the County's financial condition and future needs. 

A Preferred Agenda may be presented at any committee meeting of the Finance 
Committee, by the Chair of the Finance Committee. That Preferred Agenda shall be 
limited to Resolutions that have been carried unanimously in other committee(s). Any 
Resolution may be withdrawn from the Preferred Agenda by any Finance Committee 
member. Those Resolutions where Finance Committee is prime shall not be placed on 
the Preferred Agenda. The Preferred Agenda as such, may be acted upon with a 
single vote of the Finance Committee. 

4. HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES 

Five members who shall consider and report upon 
• All matters pertaining to the Department of Health, including Environmental 

Health, dog inoculation and quarantine and all other agencies or matters 
pertaining to public health 

• All matters pertaining to the Department of Mental Health, Mental Health Clinic 
and all other agencies and matters pertaining to mental health 

• Matters pertaining to public water supply and wastewater treatment 
• Matters pertaining to hazardous materials handling, disposal of hazardous waste 
• Soil and groundwater contamination 
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• All matters pertaining to long term care, including the Nursing Home and the 
Community Alternative Systems Agency (CASA) 

• Matters pertaining to the Department of Social Services 
• Family Violence Prevention 
• Office for the Aging 
• Veterans Services 

This Committee shall have concurrent jurisdiction with the Economic Development, 
Education and Culture Committee on matters pertaining to oil and gas energy 
development. 

5. PERSONNEL 

Five members who shall consider and report upon 
• all matters pertaining to the Personnel Department, Civil Service, and County 

employees, including salaries, wages and all other employee benefits and terms 
and conditions of employment. This committee shall act on behalf of the 
Legislature on matters assigned by the Legislature. 

• This committee shall also be responsible for reporting to the Legislature the 
current status of all labor negotiations. This committee shall conduct legislative 
hearings under the Taylor Law. 

• All required confirmations of Executive appointments shall be referred to this 
committee. Confirmation hearings may be conducted jointly by the Personnel 
Committee and other relevant committees with the chair of the Personnel 
Committee presiding. Said appointment, with the recommendation of the 
Personnel Committee, shall then be referred to the full Legislative Body. 

6. PUBLIC SAFETY AND EMERGENCY SERVICES 

Five members who shall consider and report upon 
• all matters pertaining to the District Attorney 
• Public Defender 
• Coroners 
• Emergency Services 
• Probation Department 
• STOP-DWI 
• the Sheriff, Civil Defense 
• Fire Coordinator and Fire Advisory Board 
• the Traffic Safety Board 
• the Security Division of the Department of Public Works 
• the Dog Shelter 
• all matters pertaining to public safety and emergency services. 

7. PUBLIC WORKS AND TRANSPORTATION 

Five members who shall consider and report upon matters pertaining to the Division of 
Highways, the Division of Buildings and Grounds, the Division of Engineering and the 
Division of Solid Waste Management. This committee shall: 
• Consider and report upon all matters relating to the condition and maintenance of 

County highways and bridges 
• Review and make recommendations on construction, renovation, and 

maintenance and security of all County-owned or leased buildings, including the 
dog shelter 
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• Review and report upon all matters relating to County water studies and/or 
districts and County sewer studies and/or districts 

• Review any study, development, construction, operation and maintenance of any 
solid waste disposal system, including resource recovery, recycling and landfill 
operations 

The committee shall also consider and report upon matters pertaining to the: 
• Department of Aviation 
• Department of Public Transportation 
• Binghamton Metropolitan Transportation Study 
• all other matters of County interest pertaining to public transportation. 

RULES 
OTHER COMMITTEES AND BOARDS 

The committees and boards listed below shall consist of Legislators as follows: 
• Airport Advisory Board, one Legislator 
• Arena Board, one Legislator 
• Community Services Board, one Legislator 
• Emergency Medical Services Board, one Legislator 
• Environmental Management Council, two Legislators 
• Fire Advisory Board, three Legislators 
• Health Advisory Board, two Legislators 
• Jury Board, one Legislator 
• Nursing Home Board, one Legislator 
• Agricultural and Farmland Protection Board, one Legislator 
• Cornell Cooperative Extension Board, two Legislators 
• Southern Tier 8, one Legislator 
• Soil & Water Conservation District, two Legislators 
• En-Joie Golf Course, two Legislators 
• Law Library Board of Trustees, one Legislator 
• Fish and Wildlife Board, one Legislator 

RULE7 
COMMITTEE-OF-THE-WHOLE NO QUORUM; ADJOURNMENT 

The Legislature may, at any time when in session, move by a majority vote, to resolve itself into 
a Committee-of-the-Whole on any subject before it, and in such case, the Chair of the 
Legislature may preside or name some member to preside. 

The Chair of the Legislature may call a Committee-of-the-Whole when deemed appropriate. If at 
any time, when in a Committee-of-the-Whole, it is ascertained that there is no quorum, the Chair 
shall immediately so state and adjournment of the Committee-of-the-Whole shall be in order. 

RULES 
ROLL CALL AND MINUTES 

At every meeting of the Legislature, upon the members being called to order by the Chair, the 
Clerk shall call the roll of members, and the names of those absent shall be inserted in the 
Minutes. The Minutes of the preceding meeting shall then be presented to the end that any 
corrections, alterations, or additions may be made, the Minutes shall be made available to the 
Legislators as soon as possible following the session but no later than 4:30 p.m., Friday 
immediately preceding the next Regular Meeting of the County Legislature. In all cases when an 
order, Resolution, or a motion shall be entered in the Minutes of the Legislature, the name of the 
member or committee presenting or moving the same shall be entered. 
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RULES 
ORDER OF BUSINESS 

At all meetings, the following order of business shall be observed unless otherwise changed by a 
majority vote of the Legislature: 

1. Call to Order 
2. Roll Call by Clerk and Fire Exit Announcement 
3. Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag 
4. Invocation and a Moment of Silence 
5. Announcements from the Chair 
6. Written or Oral Presentations of the County Executive 
7. Written or Oral Presentations of the County Legislature 
8. Public Hearings 
9. Review and Approval of Session Minutes 
10. Review and Approval of Committee Minutes 
11. Report of Standing Committees 
12. Report of Special Committees 
13. Presentation of Petitions, Communications, Notices and Reports 

The Clerk or any member of the Legislature may present petitions, 
communications and notices. 

14. Other Matters Pending or Referred from Previous Meetings 
15. Resolutions Introduced at this Session - Preferred Agenda 

A Preferred Agenda may be presented at any regular session of the Legislature. 
That agenda shall be limited to Resolutions that have been carried unanimously 
in committee(s) and then designated for placement on the Preferred Agenda by 
the Chair of the Legislature for consideration as a single piece of legislation. 
However, any Legislator may ask for separate consideration of any Resolution 
within the preferred agenda as such agenda comes before the Legislature for 
consideration. The Preferred Agenda as such, may be acted upon with a single 
vote. The Clerk shall assign appropriate introductory and permanent numbers to 
each Resolution within the Preferred Agenda.

RULE 10 
COMMUNICATIONS 

The receipt of petitions, communications, notices and reports, if received in advance, shall be 
noted on the Agenda of each Regular Session. The receipt of petitions, communications, 
notices and reports, if received by the conclusion a Regular Session, shall also be noted in the 
Minutes of each Regular Session. 

Petitions, communications, notices and reports shall be filed and indexed by the Clerk and, if the 
Chair so directs, published in the Journal of Proceedings. 

RULE 11 
DUTIES OF THE CHAIR 

The Chair shall take the chair promptly at the hour specified for the convening of the Legislature 
and shall preserve order and decorum. In debate, he/she shall prevent personal reflections and 
confine members to questions under discussion. He/she shall decide all questions of order, 
which shall be final, unless an appeal is taken to the Legislature and the decision is overruled. 

The Chair shall, in all cases except appeals from his/her rulings, have a right to vote.

RULE12 
APPEAL FROM THE CHAIR'S RULING 

Every Legislator shall have the right to appeal rulings of the Chair and assign his/her reasons for 
the challenge. The Chair, on every appeal, shall have the right to assign his/her reasons for the 
ruling. An appeal from the Chair's ruling shall be presented in the following manner: "Shall the 
ruling of the Chair be sustained and the ruling of the Chair stand as the judgment of this 
Legislature?" An appeal of the Chair's ruling shall be without debate. In the event of a tie vote 
the ruling of the Chair shall be deemed sustained. 

A minimum of eight (8) votes is necessary to override the ruling of the Chair. 

RULE13 
ACTING CHAIR, MAJORITY AND MINORITY LEADER 

The Chair may name a member of the County Legislature to perform the duties of the Chair for a 
period not longer than two consecutive meetings of the Legislature. For a period in excess of 
two consecutive meetings, an Acting Chair shall be selected by the Legislature, with a majority 
vote, to serve until such time as the Chair resumes his/her regular duties. 

The majority and minority members of the County Legislature may appoint a leader, which 
appointment shall be filed with the Clerk of the Legislature. 

RULE14 
MAJORITY VOTE 

A majority of the total vote of the whole number of members of the Legislature shall be 
necessary to carry any question, proposition, Resolution, motion or any other matter, except 
where it is otherwise provided herein, or by law. 

RULE15 
WHEN A MEMBER MAY BE EXCUSED FROM VOTING 

A member who has a prohibited conflict of interest, under the General Municipal Law, shall not 
vote after stating his/her connection with the questions and obtaining a ruling from the County 
Attorney that such constitutes a prohibition from voting. 

Where a member is required to disclose an interest in legislation, but is not prohibited from 
voting, he/she shall state his/her connection with the question and may be excused from voting 
with the consent of two-thirds (2/3) of the whole number of members of the Legislature. 

Any member requesting to be excused from voting may, when his/her name is called, make a 
brief statement of his/her reasons for making such a request. Such statement shall be limited to 
five (5) minutes in time and the County Legislature, without debate, shall decide in the 
affirmative or the negative by majority vote upon the said request. 

RULE16 
RECORDING A YES AND NA VS 

Short roll call shall be used by the Chair of the Legislature except when any member calls for a 
full roll call. At the beginning of each Legislative Session, and immediately following the calling 
of the roll of members, the Chair shall designate two members present to vote during short roll 
calls. Thereafter, on any question coming to a vote, the Clerk shall call the names of the two 
members designated and then the Chair's name, and the vote of each of the three shall be 
recorded. Each of the other members present shall be considered to have voted affirmatively 
upon a question unless he/she indicates otherwise to the Clerk of the County Legislature prior to 
the announcement by the Clerk of the final vote tally. 
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Full roll call whenever required by law or by any member shall consist of the recording of the 
Ayes and Nays of each Legislator present whose names shall be called in an order determined 
by the Chair. The Clerk shall record the names of the members and the way each shall have 
voted whether by short or full roll call and the same shall be entered into the proceedings of the 
Legislature. 

Full roll calls are required for all Resolutions dealing with local laws, financial bonds, capital 
improvement programs, the annual budget and budget notes. (See Rule 27) 

Any member, absent during a vote, may, prior to adjournment of the Legislature, request the 
Clerk to record his/her vote which shall be duly recorded upon the Minutes provided that said 
vote does not change or modify the Legislative action taken. 

RULE17 
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR 

Except as otherwise provided herein, no person shall be entitled to the privilege of the floor 
during a meeting of the Legislature unless, either a member of the Legislature requests said 
privilege on behalf of a person and the Legislature grants said privilege by a majority vote of the 
whole number of the members of the Legislature, or a special or standing committee grants said 
privilege by majority vote of the whole number of the members of the Committee on behalf of a 
person who has appeared before the Committee. 

The Chair of the Legislature may recognize and grant privilege of the floor to any County, State, 
Federal or municipal official. 

The granting of the privilege of the floor may be conditioned upon such terms of time and 
content as the Chair may impose. 

RULE18 
SUSPENSION OF RULES 

These Rules at any time during the meeting may be suspended by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the 
members of the Legislature present; however, the member making application for such 
suspension must state the purpose for which the same is asked. 

RULE19 
VOTE ON DISTINCT PROPOSITION 

If the question in debate contains several distinct propositions, a motion to vote on distinct 
propositions may be made by a member. Such motion shall require a second. A minimum of 
eight votes is necessary to separate into distinct propositions. A motion to strike out and insert 
shall be deemed one proposition. 

RULE 20 
PRESENTATION OF MOTION 

When a question shall be under consideration, no motion shall be received except as herein 
specified, which motions, termed subsidiary motions, shall have precedence in the order named, 
towit: 

1. For an adjournment of the Legislature 
2. For the question before the Legislature 
3. To table indefinitely 
4. To table to a day certain 
5. To go immediately into a Committee-of-the-Whole on the pending subject 
6. To recess 
7. To commit to a Standing Committee 
8. To commit to a Special Committee 
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RULE 21 
RESOLUTIONS 

Every Resolution offered shall be in writing, shall have a number affixed, and, be 
accompanied by a signed Resolution Request form. The number and name of the 
members or Committee offering a Resolution shall be entered in the Minutes. Each 
Resolution offered shall be reviewed by the County Attorney as to its form and legality 
and a copy shall be submitted to the Director of Budget and Research before it is 
presented to the Legislature. All Resolution requests that contain an expenditure of 
County funds shall be accompanied by a Fiscal Impact Statement. Such Fiscal Impact 
Statement shall include information, including, but not limited to, a description and 
justification for the expenditure of funds and the source(s) of funds being utilized to 
cover such expenditure. 

b) Second 
The name of the member who seconds a Resolution shall be entered in the Minutes. 
In seconding a Resolution, the member must proceed in the usual manner by 
addressing the Chair first. 

c) Timing 
All requests for Resolutions shall be presented in final form to the Clerk of the County 
Legislature by 9:00 a.m., twenty one (21) days prior to the Regular Meeting of the 
County Legislature, at which it is proposed that said Resolutions will be presented. All 
Resolutions presented within this deadline shall appear on the final printed agenda of 
the appropriate committee(s) unless determined otherwise by the Chair of the 
Legislature. 

d) Late Resolutions 
The County Legislature shall consider no other request for Resolution(s) after the 
above date unless approved by the County Administration Committee for presentation. 
The Chair of the County Administration Committee shall determine if a late 
Resolution(s) will be accepted for presentation to the County Administration 
Committee. 
The Prime Sponsoring Committee and other involved committees may first act on 
untimely (late) Resolution(s) pending acceptance and approval for presentation of the 
late Resolution(s) by the County Administration Committee. 
Such untimely (late) Resolution(s) must be accompanied by complete documentation 
and shall include rationale explaining its untimeliness and the necessity for 
consideration as a late Resolution, or the County Administration Committee will not 
consider it. Request(s) for Resolution(s) received after the above dale shall be kept 
by the Clerk of the County Legislature until the following Regular Meeting. 

e) Committee Agenda 
The chair of each committee shall be responsible for determining his/her committee's 
agenda; however, a majority of the committee members may also determine the 
committee's agenda. Once included as part of the formal written agenda of a 
committee, Resolutions can only be removed or deferred by a majority vote of the 
committee. 

f) Notice of Resolutions 
All Resolutions to be acted upon by the County Legislature at a Regular Meeting along 
with copies of amendments and/or corrections made to Resolutions in Committee 
shall be made available to each Legislator by 4:30 p.m. on Friday immediately 
preceding the Regular Legislative Meeting. Each Resolution presented shall be 
numbered consecutively. 

g) Special Sessions 
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No Resolution may be presented at a Special Meeting of the County Legislature 
unless the same has been presented in written and final form to the Clerk of the 
County Legislature and the County Attorney at least seventy-two (72) hours before the 
meeting. 

h) Failure of Resolution in Committee 
No Resolution may be presented by an individual Legislator at a Regular Meeting 
unless it has been presented to the appropriate Committee or Committees having 
jurisdiction of the subject matter at least sixteen (16) days prior to said Regular 
Meeting for the Committee's consideration. Failure of a Committee to act on or 
sponsor a Resolution presented to it shall not, however, prevent an individual member 
from offering said Resolution for consideration by the Legislature at the second regular 
session following the committee's consideration. 

i) Majority Vote Required 
A Standing Committee may introduce no Resolution unless it has received a majority 
approval of the sponsoring Committee at the time of the meeting. 

j) Hold Over Request 
Every Resolution appearing on the agenda for the first time shall lie over until the next 
regular meeting if so requested by any Legislator or to a special meeting called to 
consider said Resolution. This shall not apply to the last regular meeting held by the 
Legislative Body or to Resolution(s) confirming appointments by the County Executive 
pursuant to Sections C311 and C312 of the Broome County Charter and Code. 
Resolutions required for the adoption of the annual County Budget and Capital 
Improvement Program appearing on the agenda for the first time shall lie over until a 
special budget meeting called by the Chair and shall not be subject to any further 
Legislative hold over. 

RULE 22 
AMENDING A RESOLUTION 

The Prime Committee shall be the only committee that can amend a Resolution or a local law 
during the committee-review cycle. Amendments may be presented to secondary committees 
for information only if they meet before the Prime Committee. The secondary committees may 
recommend passage or rejection of an amendment to the Prime Committee, or it may defer 
action on the Resolution itself to the Prime Committee. 

Any member of the Legislature may offer an amendment to any Resolution or local law during a 
Legislative session, or by pre-filing an amendment with the Clerk of the Legislature. 

Note: If a local law is amended during the committee cycle or during a Legislative session, 
the required local law cycle starts all over again except in a case of emergency 
declared by the County Executive. 

RULE 23 
WITHDRAWAL OF RESOLUTION OR MOTION 

Any Resolution or motion offered by a member or Committee may be withdrawn by the member 
or Committee presenting it at any time before an announcement by the Chair of the vote thereon 
or before an amendment to such Resolution or motion has been adopted. 

RULE 24 
MOTIONS NOT AMENDABLE OR DEBATABLE 

All motions for an adjournment, for a recess, for immediate consideration of the question before 
the Legislature, or to lie on the table, shall be neither amended nor debated. 

When the Legislature shall order the question before the Legislature, the question shall be taken 
on the immediately pending question, without further debate. 
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RULE 25 
MOTIONS FOR RECONSIDERATION 

A motion for reconsideration shall not be in order unless made on the same day, or the meeting 
next succeeding that on which the action proposed to be reconsidered took place. A motion to 
reconsider must be made by a member who voted with the prevailing side on the action 
proposed to be reconsidered, except that a member who was absent, may at the first meeting 
thereafter, have a right to move a reconsideration of the same unless the Resolution or Local 
Law has been implemented. When a motion to reconsider has been defeated, it shall not again 
be submitted to the Legislature without consent of two-thirds (2/3) of the whole number' of 
legislators. 

RULE 26 
MOTION TO RESCIND 

A motion to rescind can only be entertained when moved by a member who voted with the 
prevailing side on the action proposed to be rescinded and requires the affirmative vote of two­
thirds (2/3) of the whole number of members of the Legislature. 

RULE 27 
COMMITTEE PROCEDURE 

No Resolution asking for the appropriation of money shall be acted upon at any meeting unless 
the same shall have been referred to the Prime Committee for consideration and 
recommendation. 

All Committees shall meet on or before the Thursday preceding the Regular Legislative Meeting 
for the purpose of taking necessary action on Resolutions to be presented at the next Regular 
Meeting. 

RULE 28 
APPROPRIATION OF COUNTY FUNDS 

Except as otherwise provided by law, all Resolutions or other proceedings involving an 
appropriation of County funds shall be taken by roll call vote. 

RULE 29 
APPLICATION FOR SALARY INCREASES 

No Resolution for a salary or wage increase shall be considered by the Legislature unless the 
Personnel Committee shall have considered such application and a recommendation shall have 
been made thereon. In the event such application requires a change in a budgetary provision, 
or budgetary appropriation, the same shall, in addition, be considered by the Finance Committee 
and a recommendation shall be made thereon. 

RULE 30 
AMENDMENT OF RULES 

These Rules of Order shall not be altered or amended except by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the 
members of the County Legislature. Any Resolution presented to the Legislature proposing an 
amendment of these Rules shall lay over until the next regular meeting. 

RULE 31 
MEETINGS HELD VIA VIDEOCONFERENCING 

The Chair may. as he or she deems necessary. direct that Regular or Special meetings or 
public hearings of the Legislature be held via videoconferencing. Such meetings will be 
held in accordance with requirements set by New York State Law or New York State 
Executive Order. Details of how the public may observe Regular or Special meetings. or 
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participate in public hearings. shall be included in meeting notices and meeting agendas 
issued by the Clerk of the Legislature.

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BROOME COUNTY LEGISLATURE 
REGULAR SESSION 
FEBRUARY 18, 2021 

The Legislature convened at 5:05 p.m. with a call to order by the Chairman, Daniel J. Reynolds. 
The Clerk, Aaron M. Martin called the Attendance Roll, Present-15, Absent-0. 

The Chairman, Mr. Reynolds led the members of the Legislature in the Pledge of Allegiance to 
the Flag. The Clerk, Aaron M. Martin offered the invocation followed by a moment of silence. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS FROM THE.CHAIR 
Mrs. O'Brien and Mr. Weslar were designated with Chairman Reynolds as participants in the 
"Short Roll Call". 

Chairman Reynolds recognized and invited County Executive Jason Garnar to give his 2021 
State of the County Address. 

"Good evening and thank you. Thank you to the Broome County Legislature for hosting 
me here via Zoom tonight. Thank you to Chairman Daniel J. Reynolds, Majority Leader Cindy 
O'Brien, Minority Leader Bob Weslar and all the members of our Broome County Legislature. 

Much like my Budget Address in September, this year my State of the County Address is 
very different than in years past. 

As you may know I like to take my States of the County and Budget Addresses on the 
road and into the community to highlight all the great things that are happening in our own 
backyard. This year we continue to be unable to do so because of COVID-19. So, a lot changes 
in a year doesn't it? 

We had a State of the County last year where we didn't even talk about COVID. Who 
knew then that in just a couple of weeks we would be declaring a state of emergency, our 
schools and businesses shutdown, people would be staying home as much as possible, our 
whole entire way of life turned completely upside down. 

Almost a year into this pandemic we continue to be in the County's longest ever state of 
emergency. One that has lasted for nearly a whole year. COVID, how it has impacted us, how it 
has changed us, how we have fought it, and we how will beat it, that has been the State of 
Broome County for the past year and that will continue to be our main focus for the rest of this 
year. 

COVID has taken over 300 lives in Broome County. Read the obituaries and you'll see 
these were husbands, wives, grandparents, aunt and uncles. They were friends and family 
members taken too soon. This was the ultimate and most devastating price. 

COVID caused so much pain in so many other ways too Local businesses have greatly 
suffered, and a number of people have lost their jobs. Our kids have lost out on so many 
opportunities with the shutdown of our schools, despite the best efforts of our local teachers and 
staff. It has been such a tough year for all of us, but in spite of it all this community stepped up 
like never before to help each other get through it. 

We will never forget the hospital heroes who worked day and night to save lives or all of 
the essential workers who kept working to feed us, to care for us, and protect us. 

As we faced this pandemic, we also quickly realized it was county government that had to 
step up and coordinate the entire local response to COVID. and boy did we see our county 
departments step up. We had to operationalize our COVID response just like we have before 
when we have faced snow storms and historic floods. I remember sitting in the Emergency 
Operations Center for hours, meeting with department heads, municipalities and collecting 
important information that we would need to communicate with the public. 

Getting the information about what was happening to our community was critical, sharing 
the information every day so our residents could look at the numbers and protect themselves. I 
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will never forget that moment when we had to announce the first COVID-19 death of a Broome 
County resident. It was so hard. There was so much concern from the public about the 
uncertainty surrounding this virus. This was a new virus, so we committed ourselves to sharing 
data every day, to providing daily updates to the community so they could see the information 
we were seeing. 

The Broome County Health Department led the charge in our fight against this virus. Our 
contact tracing operation expanded beyond imagination. Where there were once only two or 
three contact tracers now, we have dozens; members of the health department, reassigned 
county staff from many different departments and new hires who are working long hours every 
day to keep you safe and stop the spread. More than 60,000 phone calls have been made to 
people with COVID, to close contacts and to place people into quarantine. These contact tracers 
were like soldiers holding the line on a battlefield. Our hospitals were stretched to the breaking 
point, but they were never overrun. The work this team did stopped the spread, flattened the 
curve, and saved countless lives. 

We were in the first region to reopen in New York State, and our health department was 
right their alongside our businesses and schools helping them open their doors. Their work 
doesn't stop, as they will continue to work to safely reopen wedding and sports venues, movie 
theaters, along with our great community festivals and other community events. 

Our Office of Emergency Services has been lockstep with the health department, helping 
these operations run smoothly and providing support to agencies across the county. For months 
our Emergency Operations Center was up and running coordinating all aspects of our response, 
working with county departments, hospital providers, school districts, municipalities, and other 
community organizations. They helped work with schools to make sure our kids were fed when 
schools shut down. 

Alongside the Broome County Security Division, who runs the logistics division of the 
emergency operation, they acquired and distributed over a million pieces of personal protective 
equipment. With support from the Broome County Legislature we were able to free up $150,000 
in funding to purchase PPE. We operated a donation drop off center, worked with our hospitals 
and nursing homes, handed out masks to the community and continue helping our school 
districts put in purchase orders for these much-needed resources 

Remember when testing supplies were extremely limited at the start of this pandemic? 
Our security team would drive COVID tests up to Albany so that we could quickly get those 
results. Sometimes we would drive up to collect as little as 50 tests at a time, but we did it 
because we realized how important testing was and every test counted. Early on in this 
pandemic we recognized that there was a testing problem in our community and really across 
the country, not enough access, not enough tests. I remember sitting in the room at Emergency 
Services, brainstorming with our department heads, our team. How do we find a way to get 
people tested and get their results in less than 15 minutes? Our team hunkered down and came 
up with a great idea, the idea to put our own test site on a bus, to make it mobile and get it out 
into the community. To be honest with you I didn't know if we would be able to set up an 
operation like this at first, that it would work, but we did. We got it out there to multiple 
communities and to date have completed over 12,000 tests. 

These two-department saved countless lives. 
I can't thank both Directors Rebecca Kaufman and Mike Ponticiello enough for your 

leadership during this time. Both of you are bright young people with young kids and you are 
both in charge of the two most important departments to lead up through this pandemic. The 
future of Broome County is in really good hands with young professionals like Mike and 
Rebecca. 

We had a lot of other departments step up to fight COVID too. 
This year the Age Friendly Plan put forth by our Office for Aging was approved by the 

AARP - and this team stepped up to help our most vulnerable population over the past year 
through COVID. They found alternative ways to offer services to seniors, offering drive thru 
pickup for meals at the senior centers and the Meals on Whee.ls program saw a 26% increase in 
service. When the schools shut down and we needed more daycare options for our kids, OFA

and DSS created Broome County's first daycare at the Western Broome Senior Center so 
essential workers could do their job while we took care of their kids. 

One of the safest places to be over the past year, our Broome County Parks. With 
hundreds of acres of open space and many sources of entertainment shut down, it was a place 
for relief for many from this pandemic. Thousands of Broome County rediscovered our amazing 
parks or experienced them for the very first time. Attendance increased by more than 20% 
compared to 2019, and that's without being able to host any of the amazing events we are 
normally able to offer in our parks. The parks department teamed up with Delta Engineers and 
Spiediefest to bring back the Broome County Festival of Lights at Otsiningo Park, giving 
thousands of county residents something to look forward to during the winter months. 

Broome County Transit implemented numerous COVID-19 safety measures to keep their 
drivers and passengers safe. Our Office for Employment and training found new ways to get 
people back to work, hosting several drive-thru job fairs. 

As our numbers go down and the second wave of COVID ends we are now focused on 
our most important l)lission-getting every single resident in Broome County vaccinated. The 
Health Department, Office of Emergency Services and Broome County Security Division have 
been key in operationalizing vaccination clinics and points of distribution, working with 
community partners like our local hospitals, SUNY Broome, Binghamton University, local 
churches and more to secure locations, staff, and resources to vaccinate our residents. 

Every single day the Office for Aging team is taking hundreds of phone calls, helping 
seniors who are struggling to get appointments for the COVID-19 vaccine, answering their 
questions and making sure this important group, the most vulnerable to this virus, are protected. 

We were one of the first counties in the state to open a mass vaccination site. This site 
located at SUNY Broome is now capable of vaccinating 2,500 Broome County residents a day. I 
have been to several vaccination clinics and I can't tell you how happy and grateful people are to 
receive their vaccine. Most importantly, there is a look of hope in their eyes. The key to winning 
the fight against COVID is to vaccinate our community as quickly as possible. It is our most 
important mission this year in county government. 

Broome County stands ready to vaccinate every single one of our residents, all we need is 
the supply. In a few months, I believe we will have all the supply we will need, and we will be 
ready to use every single dose of it so we can keep our residents safe and protected as we get 
back to normal life. 

Our County Departments stepped up in response to COVID-19, while continuing to 
provide the critical services needed by Broome County residents every single day. In 2020 we 
took in just under half a million calls at the 9-1-1 dispatch center. We continued disposing of the 
county's garbage, recycling and hazardous materials we stepped in to help the Village of 
Endicott and the Town of Union when they had nowhere else to put their recycling. We 
continued fixing, maintaining and plowing more than 300 miles of roads, and that includes 
responding to a record breaking 40 plus inch snowstorm in December with significant flooding 
happening as well. A shout out to our entire Department of Public Works for their incredible 
response. 

I cannot say thank you enough to all of our Broome County Employees who have worked 
around the clock over the past year, putting off vacations, working nights, weekends, sacrificing 
time with their families, all to protect the people of Broome County during a year that was 
tougher than ever because of this pandemic. Our County employees went above and beyond, 
finding alternative ways to serve you, our taxpayers. 

This shows we have invested our resources in the right way and will always be able to 
respond, no matter what the emergency, while still providing these critical services to our 
residents. We had those resources thanks to our great partnership with the Broome County 
Legislature. Together over the years, we have crafted budgets, budgets that worked for us to be 
able to respond to this pandemic. If we hadn't had these resources, we would not have been 
able to respond in the way we did. 
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After a year where we were hit hard financially things are turning around. After a historic 
budget shortfall due to the pandemic, we are in a pretty good position thanks to the budgets we 
created and the fund balance we built up. 

COVID created a financial tsunami for governments across the county, and that was true 
for right here in Broome County. Over $20 million was withheld from New York State. Close to 
$10 million was lost in sales tax, casino, and other revenues. We were stuck between a rock and 
a hard place. We had to take the lead in fighting a historic pandemic and we had to do it down 
$30 million. We worked with the legislature to make tough decisions. We delayed capital 
projects, enacted a hiring freeze, instituted a furlough program, and froze salaries of 
administrative employees. We cut funding to contract agencies and reduced aid to SUNY 
Broome. We were able to use our fund balance we had grown over the last four years to help 
pay our bills. We were able to develop a fiscally responsible budget for 2021 that cut taxes again 
for a third year in a row. 

In recent times we have seen governments in financial crisis take money away from their 
local governments to pay the bills, putting the local governments in a terrible position. I'm proud 
to say we worked with the legislature and managed our own way out of this crisis without taking 
a cent of sales tax away from our local governments 

As we close the books on 2020, our Office of Management and Budget is calculating 
where we stand financially. Sales Tax Receipts have been steadily improving in recent months 
which is a great sign for our local economy. At one point we were looking at a 12-13% sales tax 
decline, but we closed the year being only down 3% in sales tax for 2020 compared to the 
previous year, which is remarkable considering many local businesses were closed for months, 
and an encouraging sign that our local economy is coming back to life. 

The state announced some really good news recently that they will now pay back much of 
the $20 million they withheld from us by the end of March. We are also finally seeing some very 
promising signs that the federal government will be supplying much needed relief to county 
governments which will be on the way in the next few months. We are now back onto a path of 
growth, things are looking up 

We are going to come out stronger. I believe that by the end of this year county finances 
we be stronger than they were than before COVID. There are also signs that our local economy 
is starting to come to life as well. 

In April of 2020 unemployment rates had skyrocketed to above 15% - compared to just 4% 
the year before. It has now fallen to around 6%. People in Broome County are getting back to 
work. We are experiencing a strong housing market. The median sales price of a home went up 
29% in 2020. Good things are happening in Broome County. 

In 2020 the Kopernik Science Park opened, a free, outdoor STEM-themed playground and 
learning facility that the County was proud to help fund. Another great project Broome County 
was excited to be a part of - the Super Cooper Playground in the Town of Chenango - providing 
more opportunities for kids to get outside and play. 

Broome County aggressively went after grants from New York State to improve housing. 
COVID made it challenging for many people to pay their bills. We applied for these grants so 
people could stay in their homes. Have you seen the new Beer Tree Factory facility at the 
Oakdale Mall? Amazing. Shortly after the move of our Office of Employment and Training into 
the mall this beautiful new business opened, breathing even more new life into the mall. This 
was a great step in the right direction when it comes to economic development for Broome 
County. 

Those are just a few examples of great projects we saw come to life in 2020 despite 
COVID - and we have a lot more to look forward to. The Dorchester Park Pathways to Play All 
Inclusive Playground is headed our way this summer. This project will make accessibility 
improvements to the park's playground and waterfront. Through a Greater Binghamton Fund 
grant the Broome County iDistricts Public Art Program will bring innovative public art installations 
throughout Binghamton, Johnson City, and Endicott beautifying the downtowns of our Triple 
Cities. Stop-arm cameras will be installed on our school buses this year - which will save lives. 
The Helie Health Center at the former Broome Developmental campus is expanding, bringing 
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additional access to treatment services. Broome County helped provide property for the 
Binghamton University Nursing School in Johnson City which is opening this year. A FedEx 
distribution center is coming to Kirkwood, bringing jobs and more hope to Broome County. The 
biggest eyesore in Broome County, the former Endicott-Johnson Victory Building, is going to be 
turned into a beautiful housing complex. For years large companies would bring perspective 
employees and avoid them having to see this building. Now they are going to show it off as one 
of the proudest amenities Broome County has to offer. 

Exciting projects are on the way with many more to be announced in 2021. Throughout 
this pandemic we have strengthened and fostered new partnerships in our community, working 
together with Binghamton University and SUNY Broome, our local hospital systems UHS and 
Lourdes Ascension, collaborating with our school districts and local businesses. 

Speaking of partnership, none of this would be possible without the support of the County 
Legislature. Responding to the pandemic has created an unprecedented relationship. Thank you 
for working with me and for helping us get through this challenging year. 

This has been a year for the record books. It has been tough, probably the toughest year 
we have ever seen. COVID-19 is not over yet, but there is a light at the end of the tunnel. We 
are slowly but surely opening our community, getting back to the way things once were. 

There is a light at the end of the tunnel - because what we did as government this year 
worked and it will continue to work. There is hope for the future and we are getting Broome 
County back on track. Things will get back to normal and I am excited for the many amazing 
things to come here in Broome County. Our best days are yet to come.

No. 1 of 2021, entitled: "A Local Law Authorizing 12 And 
13 Year Old Licensed Hunters To Hunt Deer With A Firearm Or Crossbow During Hunting 
Season With The Supervision Of A Licensed Adult", be and the same hereby is adopted and 
approved in accordance with the Broome County Charter and Administrative Code and all the 
applicable statutes and laws pertaining thereto. LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 1 of 2021 

A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING 12 AND 13 YEAR OLD LICENSED HUNTERS TO HUNT 
DEER WITH A FIREARM OR CROSSBOW DURING HUNTING SEASON WITH THE 

SUPERVISION OF A LICENSED ADULT 
BE IT ENACTED by the County Legislature of the County of Broome as follows: 
Section 1. Legislative Intent 
The intent of this Local Law is to authorize Broome County to permit 12 and 13 year old 
individuals to participate in the new and safe hunting opportunities in accordance with 
Environment Conservation Law § 11-0935. The enacted 2021-2022 New York State Budget, 
includes a pilot program, allowing the opportunity for young hunters, ages 12 and 13, to hunt 
deer with firearms and crossbows through 2023 if a county authorizes such action within their 
municipality. Broome County is passing this local law as hunting is a valued tradition for many 
families, and this new opportunity allows experienced, adult hunters to introduce the value of 
hunting to the next generation. Furthermore, teaching young people safe, responsible, and 
ethical hunting practices will ensure a rewarding experience for the youth, while providing quality 
food to families and contributing to important deer management population control practices. 
Section 2. Pilot Program Authorization 
Pursuant to Environmental Conservation Law, ECL 11-0935, Broome County elects to 
participate in the temporary program to allow for young hunters, ages twelve (12) and thirteen 
(13), to hunt deer with a firearm, to include rifles, shotguns, and muzzle loaded firearms or a 
crossbow through 2023. 
Section 3. State Requirements to Adhere Once Authorized 
Twelve (12) and thirteen (13) year old licensed hunters shall be allowed to hunt deer with the 
following requirements to be followed: 
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• Twelve (12) and thirteen (13) year old licensed hunters shall be allowed to hunt deer 
under the supervision of a licensed adult hunter, age 21 years or older, with a rifle, 
shotgun, or muzzle loading firearm in areas where and during the hunting season in 
which such firearms may be used; and 

• Twelve (12) and thirteen (13) year old licensed hunters shall be allowed to hunt deer 
under the supervision of a licensed adult hunter, age 21 years or older, with a 
crossbow during the times when other hunters may use crossbows; and 

• Supervision by a licensed adult hunter, age twenty-one (21) years or older, with at 
least three (3) years of experience who exercises dominion and control over the youth 
hunter at all times is required; and 

• All licensed twelve (12) and thirteen (13) year old hunters as well as their adult 
supervisors shall be required to wear fluorescent orange or pink clothing while 
engaged in hunting to an extent and covering so designated pursuant to the law, rules, 
and regulations promulgated by the State of New York; and 

• All licensed twelve (12) and thirteen (13) year old hunters shall remain at ground level 
while hunting deer with a crossbow, rifle, shotgun, or muzzleloader; and 

• Notwithstanding any State or Federal Law to the contrary, this local law shall not 
authorize the hunting of bear by twelve (12) and thirteen (13) year olds with a firearm 
or crossbow. 

Section 4. Local Law Filing Requirements 
A copy of this local law shall be sent to the New York State Department of Environmental 
Conservation as well as the NYS Department of State 
Section 5. Severability 
If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law, or the application 
thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity or circumstance shall be 
adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or 
judgment shall not affect, impair, effect or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined 
in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law or in 
its application to the person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity or circumstance 
directly involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment shall be rendered. 
Section 5. Effective Date 
This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

(8) The Director of Information Technology shall give a surety bond to the County, pursuant to 
Article Ill, § C302(G), of the Charter. The bond shall be approved as to form by the County 
Attorney and as to the sufficiency of surety by the County Executive and filed with the 
Department of Records. § A309. Administrative heads; interim appointment. 
Section 2: § C310 of the Broome County Charter and Code shall be amended to read as 
follows: 
§ C310 Division of Information Technology; Director; appointment; powers and duties; deputies. 
There shall be in the office of the County Executive a Division of Information Technology headed 
by a Director who shall be appointed by the County Executive, subject to confirmation by the 
County Legislature, whose term shall be for five years [and shall serve at the pleasure of 
the County Executive). The first six (6) months of said term shall be a probationary period 
during which the Director may be removed at the pleasure of the County Executive. In the 
event there is a vacancy in the position of Director prior to the expiration of the term. a 
new Director shall fill the remainder of the unexpired term. Said Director shall be in the 
unclassified service of the civil service. The Director shall: 
(A) Have such power and duties as prescribed in the Administrative Code and by the County

(8) Supervise, control and administer all of the information services of the County and establish 
procedures for the effective utilization of voice and data services by the several departments and 
units of County government.

§ 53-2 Definitions.

As used in this article, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated: 
BROOME COUNTY GOVERNMENT OFFICER OR EMPLOYEE - An officer or employee of the 
County of Broome, whether paid or unpaid, including members of any administrative board, 
commission or other agency thereof. No individual shall be deemed to be a Broome County 
Government officer or employee solely by reason of being a volunteer fir'eman or civil defense 
volunteer. 
GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW - The General Municipal Law of the State of New York. 
GIFT - Anything of more than nominal value given to an officer or employee in any form, 
including, but not limited to, money, service, loan, travel, lodging, meals, tickets, refreshments, 
entertainment, discount, forbearance, or promise, having a monetary value. 
IMMEDIATE FAMILY MEMBER- Spouse, child, parent, sibling, grandparent, grandchild 
(including step and in-law relationships), legal guardian of or any other relative or individual 
residing in the same household as a Broome County Government officer and employee. 
INTEREST - A pecuniary or material benefit accruing to a Broome County Government officer 
or employee or to a Broome County Government officer's or employee's spouse, minor children 
and dependents; or a firm, partnership or association of which such officer or employee is a 
member or employee; or a corporation of which such officer or employee is an officer or director; 
or a corporation, any stock of which is accrued or controlled, directly or indirectly, by such officer 
or employee. 
NOMINAL VALUE - Nominal value means an item of minimal or insignificant value given as a 
routine social amenity which could not be reasonably interpreted or construed as attempting to 
influence a Broome County Government officer or employee. An item or service with a fair 
market value of fifteen dollars or less shall generally be considered as having a nominal 
value. 
Section 2. Section 53-5 of the Code of Ethics shall be amended to read as follows: 
§ 53-5 Annual statement of financial disclosure. 

D. Schedule of relevant dates and deadlines. 
(2) May 1: The Clerk of the Legislature shall produce a list of delinquent individuals who 
have failed to file their financial disclosure statement and shall forward said list to the 
County Executive, Chairman of the Legislature, appropriate department heads and the 
delinquent individuals. After receipt of that list, the appointing authority for either 
those County employees or those appointed to the boards, councils, commissions. 
bureaus and agencies who are required to file, shall contact said individuals 
regarding their delinquency and duty to file. 

Section 3. Section 53-7 of the Code of Ethics shall be amended to read as follows: 
§ 53-7 Distribution of Code of Ethics. 

A. The County Executive of the County of Broome shall cause a copy of this Code of 
Ethics to be distributed to every Broome County Government officer and employee by 
the Personnel Department within 30 days after the effective date of this article. Each 
Broome County Government officer and employee thereafter shall be furnished a copy 
by the Personnel Department, before entering upon the duties of his or her office or 
employment. 

B. Every County officer and employee shall acknowledge in writing or 
electronically that he or she has received and reviewed a copy of the Code of 
Ethics before entering upon the duties of his or her office. If the Code of Ethics 
is amended, every County officer and employee shall acknowledge in writing or 
electronically that he or she has received and reviewed a copy of the Code of 
Ethics within thirty days of receipt of a copy of the amendment. 

Section 4. Chapter 53 of the Charter and Code shall be amended by a new Section 53-7.1 to 
read as follows: 
§ 53-7.1 Reporting Ethics Violations. 
Supervisors shall encourage employees who are aware of any violation of this Code of 
Ethics to submit a complaint or report to the Board of Ethics for their review. The Board 
of Ethics shall create a standard form for any complaints or reports of violation of Code 
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of Ethics, which shall be made available on the County's website. After consultation with 
the County Attorney, the Board of Ethics may forward any complaint or report that deals 
with a criminal matter to the District Attorney. 
County officers and employees shall be protected against reprisal for the lawful 
disclosure of information which the officer or employee reasonably believes to be a 
violation of this Code of Ethics. 
Section 5. Chapter 53 of the Charter and Code is amended to add a new Section as follows: 
§ 53-32 Conflicts of Interest. 

A. Recusal. No County Officer or Employee may participate in any decision or 
take any official action with respect to any matter requiring the exercise of 
discretion when he or she knows or has reason to know that the action could 
confer a direct or indirect financial or material benefit on himself or herself, or 
on an immediate Family Member or Related Private Organization. 

B. Abstention. Whenever a County officer or employee is required to recuse 
himself or herself pursuant to Section A of this Section he or she shall: 
ill Promptly inform his or her superior, 
ill Immediately refrain from participating further in the matter. 
ill Notwithstanding the provisions of this section, the adopted Ryles of 

Order of the Broome, County Legislature shall set the procedure in

The provisions of Sections A and B of this Section shall not prohibit, or require, 
recusal or transactional disclosure as a result of: 
(1) An action specifically authorized by statute, rule, or regulation of the

The requirements relating to recusal and abstention shall not apply with 
respect to the following matters: 
a) Adoption of the municipality's annual budget: 
b) Any matter requiring the exercise of discretion that directly affects 

any of the following groups of people or a lawful class of 
such groups: 

i.AII municipal officers or employees; 
ii.All residents or taxpayers of the municipality or an area of 

the municipality: or 
iii.The general public: or 
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iv.Any ministerial act or other action that does not require the 
exercise of discretion. 

ru Recusal and abstention shall not be required with respect to any matter: 
a) Which comes before a board when a majority of the board's total

b) Which comes before a municipal officer when the officer would be 
prohibited from acting by Sections A and B of this Section and 
the matter cannot be lawfully delegated to another person.

Exhibit"A" 
BROOME COUNTY WORKPLACE BULLYING POLICY 

Broome County Government does not stand for bullying in the workplace. 
Victims of bullying suffer very real and serious harm as a result of these incidents, often showing 
signs of depression, anxiety, social isolation, nervousness, low self-esteem, declining work 
performance, hyper-vigilance, nightmares, changed eating and sleeping habits, and fear for their 
safety. 
Broome County Government is committed to ensuring the physical, social and mental wellbeing 
of all of its employees. 
For the purpose of this section, bullying within Broome County Government - shall mean: 
Any form of verbal or electronic communication or written correspondence, with the malicious 
and willful intent to coerce, extort, abuse, torment, threaten, terrify or intimidate a specific other 
person, that serves no legitimate purpose, and causes such other person to suffer: 

a. Actual and reasonable fear of physical harm to himself or herself; 
b. Actual and reasonable fear of damage to the property of such person; or 
c. A substantially detrimental effect on his or her physical, mental or emotional health. 
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Correspondence may be directly to or regarding an individual and shall include any form of 
communication. This policy applies to any form of communication at any time while an individual 
is employed by Broome County, or while a contractor or person is doing business with Broome 
County. 
If any Broome County Government employee believes that they have been bullied, or has 
witnessed bullying occur, they should first consult his or her supervisor, notify Broome County 
Security as warranted, the Personnel Officer, and the County Attorney by completing and 
submitting a Broome County General Incident Report Form, or another communication with the 
same information contained within the General Incident Report Form. 
If a Broome County contractor, or person doing business with Broome County, believes that they 
have been bullied, or has witnessed bullying occur by a Broome County employee, they shall 
notify the Personnel Officer and the County Attorney by completing and submitting a Broome 
County General Incident Report Form, or another communication with the same information 
contained within the General Incident Report form. 
The Personnel Officer will review the matter in consultation with the County Attorney to ensure 
that all local, state and federal policies, rules, regulations, and laws are followed accordingly. If 
the Personnel Officer or County Attorney are the subject(s) of the Complaint, they shall not 
participate in the investigation of the Complaint. If the Personnel Officer receives a Complaint 
against the County Executive or the Chair of the Legislature, the Personnel Officer and County 
Attorney, to ensure a fair investigation, shall retain an independent investigator not affiliated with 
Broome County government to conduct the investigation. 
At the conclusion of the investigation, a report and recommendations and/or corrective actions 
shall be prepared and distributed to the complainant, the subject of the complaint, and any other 
person(s) who the investigator determines should see the report. If a party appeared with 
outside counsel a copy of the report and recommendation(s) shall also be provided to said 
outside counsel. Additionally, the Personnel Officer and County Attorney shall file copies of the 
report(s) and recommendation(s) in their respective files. 
If enforcement such as discipline is taken against an employee, said enforcement should be 
handled by the appropriate department head, in consultation with the Personnel Office and Law 
Department. If enforcement is against an outside vendor or a vendor's employee, the 
contracting department, in consultation with the Law Department, shall be responsible for said 
enforcement. 
All complaints and investigations shall otherwise be confidential to the extent possible. 
A copy of this policy shall be distributed to every Broome County Government officer and 
employee by the Personnel Department within 30 days after its initial adoption or when changes 
to the policy are made. Each Broome County Government officer and employee thereafter shall 
be furnished a copy by the Personnel Department, before entering upon the duties of his or her 
office or employment. Contracts with Broome County vendors and persons doing business with 
the County shall require compliance with this policy. If a vendor or person doing business with 
the County fails to comply with this policy, they may be declared in breach of their contract.

Chairman Reynolds invited County Executive Jason Garner to present his Proposed 2022 
Broome County Budget. 

"Good evening. Thank you to the Broome County Legislature for hosting us here tonight. Thank 
you to Chairman Daniel J. Reynolds, Majority Leader Cindy O'Brien, Minority Leader Bob Weslar 
and all the members of our Broome County Legislature. I'd also like to thank our Department 
Heads and members of the public for joining us tonight. 

COVID-19 has once again prevented us from being together this evening and this is now my 
third address to the Legislature and Public being delivered by Zoom. The pandemic has 
presented unprecedented challenges for the people of Broome County and for the 40-plus 
departments that make up the government that serves them. We asked our employees to 
quickly transition into new roles and to create innovative ways to provide services with virtually 
no notice or planning. Some employees took voluntary furloughs to help ease the burden on our 
County finances. Countless others went without vacations and other time off. And our 
Emergency Operations Center was active for longer than any other period in the history of the 
County. All of this was no small feat, and I would like to extend a tremendous "thank you" to 
everyone who did their part to help us get through the most difficult time in Broome County's 
history. 

Over the past 18 months, we have developed battle-tested practices that we now have at our 
disposal to implement once again at the drop of a hat. Rapid testing, mass vaccination, contact 
tracing - all these are the result of the groundwork we've laid over my past four years in office. 
COVID isn't going away anytime soon, and other situations may arise that present an equally 
difficult challenge, but we have the knowledge and best practices at the ready to take on 
whatever may come next. And this proposed budget provides the needed support for our 
continued COVID response. 

COVID dealt a huge blow to County finances, but by prioritizing responsible spending and 
building up our fund balance, we were able to weather the storm the pandemic presented. 
Because of our responsible budgeting practices, we were able to quickly adapt and survive the 
economic downturn without laying off a single person in the County's workforce. I am extremely 
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proud of the work every single person in County Government has done to help guide our 
community through this public health crisis. 

It has been my goal every year to present structurally sound, balanced budgets. Working with 
our Budget Director, Department Heads, and the County Legislature, we've accomplished this 
for the past five years and 2022 will be no different. 

Before I became County Executive, the budget often relied on short-term borrowing to fund the 
programs and services we offer. In fact, at one point Broome County was borrowing 20 million 
dollars a year just to pay its bills. These tax anticipation notes increased our debt burden and 
cost taxpayers thousands of dollars each year in interest payments. 

I would like to note that before I took office the County Legislature had already begun the difficult 
work of reducing that number each year. Last year we were able to work together to lower that 
number to 7 million. 

And for the 2022 budget, I'm happy to announce to you this evening that due to the hard work 
we have done with the County Legislature, we have completely eliminated short-term borrowing 
while still providing - and in fact adding to - the services County residents have come to know 
and expect. 

And I am excited and proud to share with you tonight that the 2022 Broome County Budget 
proposes the fourth-consecutive tax cut for County residents. Given the impact COVID had on 
County finances, it would have been very easy to pass the buck on to taxpayers. But we 
recognize that the pandemic has been extremely difficult on household budgets; the last thing 
we want families to have to worry about is paying even more in property taxes. 

So just think-in the last four years, we have cut taxes every year, increased our fund balance by 
millions of dollars, and completely eliminated short term borrowing. 

Again, none of this would have been possible without the cooperation of the County Legislature, 
and I'd like to thank Chairman Reynolds and all of the County legislators for the good working 
relationship that has allowed us to meet these financial goals. 

My administration has worked hard to make Broome County a place that both residents and 
visitors can be proud of and in 2022 we will continue to prioritize quality of life issues here. 

We have more than 300 miles of roads, 108 bridges, more than 50 watersheds, and a number of 
buildings that we maintain. Road by road, and bridge by bridge, we are rebuilding Broome 
County - and in 2021 we completed more miles of roadways in one year than ever before. My 
budget funds a new Deputy Commissioner of Public Works, a position that has not been funded 
in years, that will allow our DPW to fix even more of our infrastructure than ever before. 

This work also requires a strong partnership with our Planning Department. This budget includes 
funding for a new position in Planning that will help us modernize our infrastructure. By attracting 
and implementing untapped grant funds, this position will help develop community projects fit for 
the 21st Century. The more state and federal grants we can leverage means the more we can 
invest in our community without raising taxes. 

Clean streets are important to the people who call Broome County home. We are renewing our 
commitment to creating a clean and beautiful community by making enhancements to our 
Department of Solid Waste Management. I'm proposing an increase to tipping fees to help offset 
rising costs at our Landfill including plans to increase capacity and required increases in salaries 
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and retirement. Even with this proposed increase, Broome County will STILL have one of the 
LOWEST tipping fees in New York State. 

AND we will also be adding a number of initiatives to help make Broome County the most 
beautiful community in New York State. Additional municipal cleanup days and electronic 
recycling collection events will allow residents to get rid of trash, old lVs and computers, and 
other items piling up in their houses FOR FREE. A new graffiti removal truck will allow us to 
make buildings and properties throughout the community like new again. We plan to purchase 
tools and supplies that can be transported around Broome County for residents to use, free of 
charge, to clean up their neighborhoods. And we will create a new program that will hire young 
people during their summer break to clean and improve our parks, streets, and other public 
places. 

We also will once again invest DIRECTLY in our neighborhoods by funding another round of 
Small Community Grants, a program that has put more than half a million dollars into projects in 
our towns, villages, and small non-profits. These grants have helped small communities 
throughout Broome County improve parks and libraries, and support emergency responders, 
youth, and our seniors. 

Investments in public safety are also important to a vibrant community. Our new communications 
network will come online soon, increasing radio coverage and allowing our first responders to 
respond faster than ever, making every single person in Broome County safer by increasing 
radio coverage and response time. 

With school back in session, our mission to keep students safe continues. In its short time in 
existence, the School Bus Stop Arm Camera program has been extremely successful, and we 
are looking to expand it into other counties, making Broome County a leader in traffic safety in 
New York State. As this program grows, I am proposing to combine it with another public safety 
initiative, the STOP DWI program. Both directly impact the safety of our streets by targeting 
unsafe drivers and the two programs naturally go hand-in-hand. Combining these programs will 
make them more efficient and effective. 

For the men and women who have served to protect our Country and way of life, we will 
continue doing all we can to give back to them in their lives as civilians. After COVID-related 
setbacks, our Veterans facility is moving forward and we will be soon announcing the new 
location for this tremendous resource center which will also include a housing component for 
homeless vets. In 2022, our Veterans Fund will once again support a number of great programs 
and initiatives. In the past, we've used funding to send former service members to Washington 
DC on the Twin Tiers Honor Flight and connected disabled veterans with service dogs by 
providing needed funding to the Stand With Me organization. I am also proposing to fund a new 
full-time position in our Veterans Services office to help better serve the men and women who 
served on our behalf. Maintaining a quality of life that also honors and respects their service is of 
the utmost importance and we renew that commitment in the upcoming year. 

The past year and a half has been difficult for everyone and has highlighted the need for more 
mental health services for people of all ages. I am proposing a $100,000 pilot program that will 
bring mental health education to some of our youngest students, teaching it in a way that is fun 
and impactful. Through this program, our Mental Health Department will purchase books that 
promote mental wellness, as well as teach children how to effectively reach out for help from a 
trusted adult. It's never too early to start talking about mental health and this program will help 
reach children at an age where it can set the tone for the rest of their lives. 

We continue to modernize operations at BC Transit, creating more efficient service. This year, 
we secured a grant to purchase six all-electric buses from BAE Systems, right here in Endicott. 
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This investment in our fleet will support the great manufacturing work being done in our 
community, promote the development of clean energy, and save money on the cost of fuel. 
Encouraging new businesses to invest in Broome County and bring jobs to our community is an 
ongoing commitment. 2021 brought announcements of companies like Amazon and FedEx 
expanding their operations here. Additionally, local businesses have reinvested and committed 
to growing in Broome County, like National Pipe and Plastics with its new corporate 
headquarters in Western Broome. We have also made critical investments to reinvent the 
Oakdale Mall and ensure that this property will once again be an anchor of economic activity in 
the heart of the County. In 2022, we will build on these investments to further revitalize our 
economy and work closely with Broome-Tioga Workforce to ensure that workers have the 
training they need and employers have qualified candidates to choose from. 

Housing plays a critical role in the stabilization of our economy and entire community. Residents 
are moving into the Endicott Square affordable housing project in the newly renovated Henry B. 
Endicott school, we have invested in another affordable housing project through SEPP on 
Washington Avenue, and renovations at the Victory Building in Johnson City are underway as 
part of a new housing development there. 

Additionally, our Land Bank continues to remove blight and create new opportunities for 
homeownership and economic development. Thank you to Jess at the Land Bank who has 
helped guide this important work. And to further help address housing issues, we are expanding 
our Housing Casework program within the Department of Social Services that began in 2021 
which has been successful in assisting many individuals and families find and sustain stable 
housing. 

To attract and retain young professionals and families, we need to continue enhancing activities 
here so people know this community is a destination with plenty of things to do. We have some 
of the most beautiful parks in New York State and we plan to make needed improvements to 
them: a fully accessible playground is coming to Dorchester Park; upgrades are being made at 
BAGSAI to attract more softball tournaments that will help fill our restaurants and hotels; and 
with the tremendous support of the public who voted every day, we just recently won a grant for 
a brand-new dog park at Otsiningo North. I am also announcing tonight a multi-million dollar 
commitment for renovations at Grippen Park, which has been long awaited by the Western 
Broome community. We will work directly with the people that use this park and that live in this 
neighborhood to make improvements that the entire community can use and be proud of. 

When our previous AHL hockey team decided to leave Binghamton without any notice, we 
worked quickly to secure a new team here, the Binghamton Black Bears, that will begin playing 
next month. We will do all we can to support them and invite the community to check them out 
as well. 

We will continue to work with Visit Binghamton, which has done a phenomenal job of marketing 
this area, to showcase Broome County. We will renew our commitment to tourist attractions like 
LUMA, which just wrapped up another hugely successful event, as well as Cornell Cooperative 
Extension, the Ross Park Zoo, Discovery Center, the Broome County Arts Council, and GiGi's 
Playhouse. 

As we make the investments outlined tonight, we do so as we continue to practice responsible 
spending. We have created the Broome County Purchasing Alliance that combines the buying 
power of many local governments and school districts to help save money on health insurance 
costs for retirees. We have also implemented best-value procurement to achieve additional cost­
savings and purchase from local companies when we buy equipment, materials, and services for 
the County. These efforts set the tone for our budget and create a ripple effect for the 
surrounding economy. 
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My budget continues our mission of strengthening our finances and cutting taxes while making 
investments directly in our neighborhoods. New infrastructure projects, clean streets, public 
safety, housing, economic development, and recreation will all be prioritized to create a better 
Broome County for residents and visitors. 

I would like to thank all my colleagues on the County Legislature for working with me on behalf 
of our constituents. I look forward to listening to your concerns and answering questions 
throughout the budget process; I know we will put together a final budget that provides for and 
protects all our taxpayers. 

We have no idea what tomorrow holds, but if the last 18 months has taught us anything, it's that 
we're all in it together. What we do in government has a more direct impact on the 200,000 
people of Broome <;:ounty than ever before. Let's move forward on their behalf, together.

§ A 1404. Nursing Home Advisory Board. 
There shall be a Nursing Home Advisory Board to oversee the quality of care and treatment of 
residents of the Broome County Nursing Homes and to advise the County Executive and the 
Nursing Homes Administrator of conditions affecting the welfare of residents in the facilities. 
The Advisory Board shall consist of members as follows: the County Executive or a designee 
and the Chair of the County Legislature or a designee, and Administrator of the Broome County 
Nursing Home who shall serve ex officio; at least one resident; at least one family member; one 
physician; one nurse; one holder of a master's degree in social work; and five members at large. 
Board members other than those serving ex officio shall be appointed by the County Executive, 
subject to confirmation by the County Legislature. Resident member(s) and family member(s), 
the total of which shall not exceed five, shall serve at the pleasure of the County Executive. 
Other members appointed by the County Executive, subject to confirmation by the County 
Legislature, shall be appointed for three-year terms so that the terms of three members shall 
expire each year. [A member shall not be eligible for reappointment until one year after 
having served two consecutive three-year terms]. The County Executive shall have the 
authority to appoint an additional ex officio member to the Board. 
The Board shall adopt a schedule of at least 10 regular meetings per year and shall establish 
rules for the conduct of its meetings. The Board shall also hold special meetings upon the call of 
the [Chairman] Chairperson, the County Executive or the Nursing Home Administrator or upon 
written request of three Board members. Board members, the Nursing Homes Administrator, the 
County Executive and the Clerk of the County Legislature shall be notified of all Board meetings. 
Willow Point Nursing Home will establish and maintain a coordinated Quality Assurance and 
Process Improvement [Assessment and Assurance] Program which integrates the review 
activities of all nursing home programs and services to enhance the quality of life and resident 
care and treatment, pursuant to Codes, Rules and Regulations of the State of New York, Title 
10, § 415. 
When any Board member fails to attend three consecutive meetings or attends less than 75% of 
the regular meetings scheduled for the year, the Board shall have the authority to remove such 
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member from office. In exercising such authority, the Board shall take into consideration whether 
such member had a bona fide reason for not attending and whether advance notification was 
given to the Administrator or the Chair. [Any Board member who fails to visit and inspect 
any facility at least once annually shall be considered to have automatically vacated his 
or her office.] 
The Board shall make recommendations at any time pertaining to any matter at the facility to the 
administrator or the County Executive; aid and/or recommend to the administrator in regard to 
facility operation, staffing, community relations, facility conditions, construction plans and the 
programs and activities of the facility; advise the County Executive regarding the proposed 
appointment of a facility administrator; investigate any charge against the administration. 
The Advisory Board shall perform the above responsibilities consistent with the advice and 
direction, where applicable, of the Department of Law, Department of Personnel and Department 
of Audit and Control and in accordance with the provisions of any resolution now or hereafter 
adopted by the County Legislature. 
Members of the Board and of the Quality Assurance and Process Improvement Committee, 
either individually or jointly, while acting in their official capacity, are agents of the County of 
Broome, and in consideration of said services, the County shall indemnify and save harmless 
such members from any and all claims, suits, damages, costs, losses and expenses arising out 
of any act or omission while such members were acting within the scope of their official duties. 
The member shall deliver, within 10 days of the time he or she is served with any summons, 
complaint, process, notice, demand or pleading, the original copy thereof to the County Attorney 
and request the County Attorney to assume control of his or her representation. Upon 
determining that the member was acting within the scope of his or her duties as a member, said 
determination being final unless arbitrary and capricious, the County Attorney shall assume 
control of the representation of the member. When the County Attorney assumes such control, 
the member shall cooperate fully with the County Attorney

Section 2. SEQR DETERMINATION. It is hereby declared to be the intent of this County 

Legislature that the projects listed above shall not commence until all steps have been taken 
under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR), to the extent applicable, 
to ensure that said proposed projects are in compliance with the provisions thereof and, to this 
end, it is hereby determined that, until such compliance has been accomplished, the only 
obligations which shall be issued pursuant to this resolution shall be to provide funds for 
engineering, architectural and legal fees, including studies, surveys and testing of the site 
thereof, which will, at least, assist in the SEQR compliance process. 

Section 3. The aggregate maximum estimated cost of the aforesaid classes of objects or 
purposes is $19,584,888 and the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of $19,584,888 
bonds of said County, hereby authorized to be issued therefor pursuant to the Local Finance 
Law and by the application of $ 5,034,300 from the Federal government in the following monies 
and allocated in their entirety to the following projects $2,475,000 for the Design/Constr Reloc of 
Elect Vault & Veh Fuel Farm project, $451,000 for the Rehabilitate Taxiway, Airfield Lighting­
Design project, $456,300 for the Colesville Road Intersection Signalization, $228,000 for the 
CR177 Bridge (BIN 3358690) Paint/Maint project, $1,424,000 for the Old Rt 17 Bridge Rehab 
(BIN 33500500)-Constr project, there being anticipated $2,048,000 received from State 
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government in the following amounts and allocated entirely to the following projects: $137,500 
for the Design/Constr Reloc of Elect Vault & Veh Fuel Farm project, $24,000 for the Rehabilitate 
Taxiway, Airfield Lighting-Design project, $500,000 for the Critical HVAC project, $187,500 for 
the Infrastructure/Hardware/Software Technology project, $1,000,000 for the Nursing Expansion 
project, $199,000 for the Second Street Drainage Replacement project however, that the 
amounts of bonds to be issued shall be reduced to the extent of Federal and/or State grants 
received in connection therewith. 

Section 4. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the 
issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the 
serial bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes is hereby delegated to the 
Director of the Office of Management and Budget, the chief fiscal officer. Such notes shall be of 
such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said 
Director of the Office of Management and Budget, consistent with the provisions of the Local 
Finance Law. 

Section 5. All other matters except as provided herein relating to the bonds herein 
authorized including the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, within the 
limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same, including the 
consolidation with other issues, and also the ability to issue bonds with substantially level or 
declining annual debt service, shall be determined by the Director of the Office of Management 
and Budget, the chief fiscal officer of Broome County.

Ladies and Gentlemen: 

I submit to you the Annual Comprehensive Financial Report of the County of Broome, New 
York (the "County"), for the year ended December 31, 2021, in accordance with the requirements 
of Article V, §C502 (c) of the Broome County Charter. 

This report presents comprehensive financial information summarizing the County's activities 
during the year ended December 31, 2021, and contains information useful for managers in the 
Executive and Legislative Branches of County government, taxpayers, interested citizens, and the 
financial markets in which the County issues its debt obligations. The financial statements included 
in this report have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles ("U.S. 
GAAP") as applicable to governments In the United States of America. 

This report presents the financial position and results of operations of the County and its 
component units that are properly included in conformity with U.S. GAAP. The data presented can 
be compared to the prior basic financial statements, and to other counties' reports to identify 
relevant trends. 

Responsibility for material accuracy, completeness, and fairness of the information presented, 
including all disclosures, rests with management of the County and its component units. The 
presentation fairly discloses the financial position and results of operation of the County and its 
component units as measured by the financial activity of the various funds. Disclosures considered 
necessary to enable readers to fully understand the County's financial activities have been 
included. 

To provide a reasonable basis for making its' representation, the County has established and 
maintains a comprehensive internal control framework that is designed to both protect the 
County's assets from loss, theft or misuse and to ensure that sufficient accounting data is 
compiled to allow for the preparation of the County's financial statements in accordance with U.S. 
GAAP. The comprehensive internal control framework is to provide reasonable, but not absolute, 
assurance that these objectives are met. Reasonable assurance recognizes both that the cost of 
internal controls should not outweigh their benefits and the evaluation of costs and benefits 
require estimates and judgments· by management. 

The Office of the Comptroller is responsible for auditing expenditures. Additionally, audits of 
selected departments and financial activity are performed by the Comptroller's staff. 

Internal controls are reviewed by the internal audit staff throughout the year. 
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ANNUAL COMPREHENSIVE FINANCIAL REPORT 

Independent Audit 

The County has an annual independent audit of its basic financial statements. The certified public 
accounting firm of Drescher & Malecki, LLP has audited the accompanying basic financial 
statements and their independent auditors' report is included in the financial section. 

The goal of the independent audit was to provide reasonable assurance that the financial 
statements of the County as of and for the year ended December 31, 2021, are free from material 
misstatement. The independent audit involved examining on a test basis, evidence supporting the 
amounts and disclosures in the financial statements, assessing the accounting principles used and 
significant estimates made by management, and evaluating the overall financial statement 
presentation. The auditors concluded based upon the audit, that there was a reasonable basis for 
rendering an unmodified opinion that the County's financial statements for the year ended 
December 31, 2021, are fairly presented in conformity with U.S. GAAP. The independent auditors' 
report is presented first in the financial section of this report. 

Additionally, the audit was designed to meet the audit requirements of Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal 
Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principals, and Audit 
Requirements for Federal Awards (Uniform Guidance). The Uniform Guidance requires the 
independent auditors not only report on the fair presentation of the financial statements, but also on 
the County's compliance with requirements that could have a direct and material effect on each of 
its major federal programs and internal control over program compliance. The Single Audit Report 
is not included in this report but may be obtained upon request to the County Comptroller's Office. 

U.S. GAAP requires that management provide a narrative introduction, overview, and analysis to 
accompany the basic financial statements in the form of Management's Discussion and Analysis 
(MD&A). This letter of transmittal is designed to complement the MD&A and should be read in 
conjunction with it. The County's MD&A can be found immediately following the report of the 
independent auditors. 

Report Structure 

The 2021 Annual Comprehensive Financial Report is comprised of the following three basic 
sections in conformance with recommendations of the Government Finance Officers Association: 

A. The Introductory Section is intended to familiarize the reader with the organizational 
structure of the County, the nature and scope of the services that it provides, and the specifics of 
its legal operating environment. 

B. The Financial Section includes the independent auditor's report, the MD&A, the audited 
basic financial statements, notes disclosures, and supporting statements and schedules to 
provide the reader with a comprehensive understanding of the County's financial activities for the 
past fiscal year. 

C. The Statistical and Economic Data Section presents comprehensive demographic and 
economic information regarding the financial condition of the County. 
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Government Structure 

ANNUAL COMPREHENSIVE FINANCIAL REPORT 

The County is a municipal corporation established in New York State. The County was 
incorporated in 1806 and is governed by the Charter of the County of Broome, New York State 
County Law, and other general laws of the State of New York. The fifteen-member County 
Legislature is the legislative body responsible for the overall operation of the County, enacting 
County law and approving the County budget. It consists of elected officials from each of the fifteen 
legislative districts in the County serving two-year terms. The County Executive, elected to a four­
year term, serves as Chief Executive Officer and is responsible for County operations and 
developing the County budget. The Director of the Office of Management and Budget, appointed 
by the County Executive and confirmed by the County Legislature, serves as the Chief Fiscal 
Officer of the County. 

The County provides a variety of services to its residents. Public health is promoted through the 
programs provided by the County's Health and Mental Health departments. These Include the 
health clinics, food subsidies provided to women and children through the Women, Infants, and 
Children Program (WIC) as well as the inspections of public water supplies. Sheriffs Office, District 
Attorney's Office, and Office of Emergency Services provide for the public safety through patrols, 
arrests and prosecution of criminals as well as emergency planning. Public welfare is enhanced 
through the programs of Social Services and the Office for Aging including temporary assistance to 
needy families, social services administration, home emergency assistance, and Meals on Wheels. 
The Department of Public Works builds, repairs, and maintains the County's roads and public 
facilities. 

The County, with a land area of approximately 710 square miles, is situated in the central southern 
portion of upstate New York commonly referred to as the Southern Tier. The City of Binghamton is 
the County seat and is situated in the southern portion of the County. The City of Syracuse is 75 
miles to the north and the Pennsylvania border is seven miles to the south. Binghamton is part of a 
metropolitan area running along the Susquehanna River Valley including the incorporated villages 
of Johnson City and Endicott, and the unincorporated area of Vestal. According to the U.S. Census 
Bureau in 2020, the County's population was estimated to be 189,420. Broome County is classified 
as an urban county. 

Reporting Entity 

The financial reporting entity for the County includes all organizations, functions and activities for 
which elected and appointed officials have financial accountability, or without the inclusion of, 
would render the County's financial statements incomplete or misleading. Oversight responsibility 
is based on financial interdependency, selection of governing authority, designation of 
management, ability to significantly influence operations, and accountability for fiscal matters. 

The reporting entity has been defined to include all chartered departments of the County by which 
the following basic services are supplied: law enforcement, economic assistance, health and 
mental health services, maintenance of County roads, economic development, general 
administration, recreation, culture, transportation, solid waste disposal, and long-term care. 

Also, included in the reporting entity are SUNY Broome (College), the Broome County Industrial 
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Development Agency (IDA), the Broome County Soil & Water Conservation District (District), the 
Broome Tobacco Asset Securitization Corporation (BTASC), the Broome County Land Bank 
Corporatfon (LBC), and the Broome County Local Development Corporation (LDC). Information 
on all six of these legally separate entities can be found in Note 1, Section A, to the financial 
statements. 

Budget Process and Controls 

The County budget is the foundation for the County's financial planning and control. County 
departments and the Director of the Office of Management and Budget develop the County 
Executive's proposal to be sent to the County Legislature. On or before September 15th, the 
County Executive submits the proposed operating budget and a six-year Capital Improvement 
Program to the Legislature for approval. Public hearings are conducted by the Legislature and 
County Executive to obtain public comment on the proposed budget. The County Executive has the 
power to veto any modification made by the Legislature. An Executive veto can be overridden by a 
two-thirds vote of the Legislature. On or before November 25111

, the annual budget is completed by 
adoption of an appropriation resolution, the legal authority for enactment of the budget. 

After the budget is adopted, appropriations and estimated revenues are posted into an automated 
accounting system. An electronic review for available appropriations is performed prior to 
expenditures being incurred. 

The legal level of budgetary control is at the character level within department level. A character is 
a grouping of similar appropriation/expenditure accounts. The County Charter prohibits 
expenditures for which there is no legal appropriation. 

Monthly information detailing expenditures, revenues, and encumbrance activity is produced. A 
comparison of budget to actual information is included. Budget transfers from one appropriation 
account to another are made when needed. The transfer must be approved by formal Legislative 
resolution if the total of an administrative unit's budget is changed or salary appropriations are 
impacted, otherwise, the transfer is approved by the Director of the Office of Management and 
Budget. 

Additional information on the County budget controls can be found in Note 1, Section F of the 
financial statements. 
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The County's nonmajor governmental funds consist of the special revenue funds which include 
the County Road, County Road Machinery, Library, Arena, Office of Employment and Training 
and En-Joie Golf Course

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Factors Affecting Financial Conditions 

Local Economy 

Broome County's economic development resources provide various financing and tax abatement 
programs to new, expanding, and relocating businesses as well as a variety of technology related 
research and development opportunities. 

The IDA assists businesses in planning new facilities or the expansion of an existing one. The IDA 
assists with financing and facilitates Payment In Lieu of Tax (PILOT) agreements with local 
municipalities. Under a PILOT agreement, municipalities abate a certain percentage of a company's 
taxes for a specific period. 

The IDA owns the Broome Corporate Park, a 600-acre mixed-use business park located in the 
southern portion of the County. The Park is immediately adjacent to Interstate Route 81 and rail 
service is available (Canadian/Pacific and Delaware & Hudson). 

Several joint initiatives between local industry and Binghamton University's Watson School of 
Engineering have contributed to the advancement of local industrial development. The Integrated 
Electronics Engineering Center (IEEC), a New York State Center for Advanced Technology, works in 
conjunction with Universal Instruments Corporation, IBM Microelectronics and Lockheed Martin to 
provide leading-edge research in the electronics industry. 

The Strategic Partnership for Industrial Resurgence (SPIR) assists small manufacturers in 
developing new products and defense manufacturers in diversifying their product lines. 

Broome County continues to foster a diverse base of high technology, manufacturing, and 
institutional employers. The local unemployment rate falls between the federal and state rate. 

Broome County has an active Workforce Development program that provides training and education 
for people in need of skill upgrades to obtain employment, and those who are currently employed 
and need additional training to enhance their skill level. The Broome-Tioga Workforce Development 
Program has consolidated many of the services job seekers use to search for employment and 
develop the skills necessary to re-train for new career opportunities. 

On January 1, 2021, Floyd L. Maines Veterans' Memorial Arena officially changed to Visions 
Veterans' Memorial Arena. The Binghamton Black Bears of the Federal Prospects Hockey League 
started playing their 2021-2022 season in Broome County, replacing Binghamton Devils American 
Hockey League. During the spring and summer months, the County is also home to the Binghamton 
Rumble Ponies, an Eastern League professional baseball franchise affiliated with the New York 
Mets. The Rumble Ponies play at NYSEG Stadium located in the heart of downtown Binghamton. 

The Spiedie Fest & Balloon Rally and Broome County Parks Triathlon are a couple of the special 
events held during 2021 at the Broome County Parks. Otsiningo Park is the site for over 20 
run/walks for various awareness and local groups in the County. Wegman's "Passport to Family 
Wellness" program includes nature trails at five county parks. Free summertime "Broome Bands 
Together" concerts brought 7 concerts to otsiningo Park and 4 family movies to some of the other 
parks in 2021. Softball fields, soccer fields, and sand volleyball courts are available for organized 
teams and public use. 
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Annual sporting events include the Dick's Sporting Goods Open, a PGA Champion Tour Stop. The 
event is played in August at the En-Joie Golf Course in Endicott, New York. 

The Levene, Gauldin & Thompson Tennis Challenger Tournament features players ranked in the 
top 20 in the world. The event was canceled in 2021 due to the COVID-19 pandemic. This event 
is held at Recreation Park in the historic west side neighborhood of Binghamton. 

The County has six restored carousels in local parks throughout the area. Donated by local 
entrepreneurs in the 1920's and 30's, the carousels have been carefully restored to their original 
grandeur. They are a popular attraction for local and national organizations interested in their 
preservation and history. 

A variety of other cultural centers and attractions exist in Broome County, including several 
performing arts centers, the country's fifth oldest zoo, a space observatory, and several museums. 

Debt Administration and Long-term Financial Planning 

Under New York State law, the County's bonded debt issuances are subject to a constitutional tax 
limit based on 7% of the average full valuation of real property for the last five years. The County's 
net outstanding indebtedness on December 31, 2021, was 19.5% of its constitutional debt limit. This 
represents a decrease from the County's outstanding indebtedness of 19.7% at the end of 2020. 

In December 2013, the Moody's Rating Report ·upgraded the County's outstanding general 
obligation bond rating from an A2- rating to an A2 rating with no outlook. In April 2014, Standard & 
Poor's upgraded the County's outstanding general obligation bon_d rating to A+ stable from a 
previous "A" rating. Both ratings were re-affirmed in January 2019 and April 2017, respectively. In 
April 2019, Standard & Poor's changed the County's rating from A+ to AA. Additionally, in April 
2021, the Moody's Investors Service has assigned a MIG 1 rating to Broome County which reflects 
the long-term credit of Broome County in the A2 long-term rating. 

The County Executive has proposed, and the Legislature has approved future funding of capital 
projects for maintaining, improving, and modernizing the County's infrastructure as well as the 
purchase of vehicles and equipment. Work planned to begin in 2022 includes the following projects 
of $1.0 million or greater: 

• $2.BM Aviation New Vehicle Fuel Farm Design & Construction. 

• $2.5M Highway Reconstruction & Rehabilitation. 

• $1.BM Old Route 17 Bridge Construction. 

• $1.1 M Computer Equipment Replacement/Upgrade. 

• $1.0M BCC Critical HVAC. 

• $2.0M Nursing Expansion. 

New capital projects beginning in 2022 total an estimated $19.6 million. The County anticipates 
funding $11.9 million through the issuance of general obligation debt. It is expected that federal, state, 
and fees/other sources will fund·the remaining balance. 
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Cash Management and Investments 

Cash is accounted for based on fund ownership. Most County cash is maintained in a pooled bank 
account. The County also maintains several other special purpose bank accounts, from which 
funds are transferred into the pooled account by the Treasury Manager on a regular basis. The bank 
accounts are interest bearing. 

The Treasury Manager uses bank reports daily to monitor cash balances. Idle cash balances are 
kept at a minimum with any excess funds being invested. Projections of major cash flows are made 
to determine the investment of funds not immediately required to pay County debts. The Director 
of the Office of Management and Budget has ultimate responsibility for investing idle funds. 
County investments include certificates of deposit, money market accounts and treasury bills. 
Deposits in excess of FDIC insurance are collateralized by securities purchased in the County's 
name and held by third party custodians. The custodians adjust the collateral maintained and notify 
the County of the changes based upon a monthly review. The Office of Management and Budget 
maintains records verifying collateral balances are sufficient.

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Risk Financing 

The County is self-insured for general liability and property loss. Commercial insurance is 
purchased for losses more than $50,000. Payment of claims is provided by annual appropriations 
based on claim payment experience and recognition of liability amounts. 

The County administers a workers' compensation pool. Pool costs are distributed to the fifteen 
participant municipalities, including the County. Cost allocation is based on the participant's 
assessed property valuation and claim experience. 

The County maintains self-insured health insurance. Health care benefits are financed by County 
and employee contributions to the plan. The County's contribution, which amounted to 
approximately $31.6 million for the year, is determined by rates approved by the County Legislature 
and based upon advice from plan consultants and the Risk Manager. Rates incorporate experience, 
fund liabilities and projected reserve levels. 

The County participates in a self-insured unemployment insurance plan. The New York State 
Department of Labor acts as the third-party administrator. 

Additional information on the County's risk management activities can be found in Note 12 to the 
financial statements. 

Pension and Other Postemployment Benefits 

Substantially all full-time employees of the County are members of the New York State and Local 
Retirement System (the "System"). The System is a cost-sharing multiple employer public 
employee retirement plan. The System is non-contributory with respect to employees hired prior to 
July 27, 1976. Employees hired after July 27, 1976, must contribute 3% of gross annual salary 
toward the cost of the retirement program until they attain ten years in the retirement system, at 
such time the employee contribution ceases. 

On December 10, 2009, the Governor signed into law a new Tier 5. The law is effective for new 
ERS employees hired on or after January 1, 2010. New employees will now contribute 3% of their 
salaries with no provision for these contributions to cease after a certain period of service. In 
addition, a new Tier 6 group has also been created. Any employee hired after April 1, 2012, will 
have scaling contribution rates based on annual salary. From April 1, 2012, until March 31, 2013, 
all Tier 5 employees contributed 3% of their reportable salaries. Starting April 1, 2013, the Tier 6 
contribution rate became dependent upon employee's annual wage. More details are available in 
Note 10 of this financial statement. 

In addition, certain employees of SUNY Broome are members of either the New York State 
Employees Retirement System or the New York State Teachers Retirement System. 

Postemployment health benefits are provided to qualifying retired County employees with at least ten 
years of service , and two years of qualified participation in a health plan or those on disability 
retirement if hired prior to January 1, 2012. Both the County and the College recognizes and funds 
such expenditures as incurred. During 2021 expenditures were approximately $15.5 million for 
County retirees.

ANNUAL COMPREHENSIVE FINANCIAL REPORT 

Any employee, former employee or elected official first hired or taking office on or after January 1, 
2012, would require a cumulative 20 years of full-time equivalent employment or service and must 
have been enrolled in the County's health insurance plan for a cumulative minimum of 10 years 
with 2 of those years of enrollment immediately preceding their retirement. For purposes of 
determining eligibility any employee, former employee or elected official who was employed 
or took office prior to January I, 2012 and is rehired or takes office after a break in 
employment or service on or after January I, 2012 shall not be considered as first hired or 
taking office after January 1, 2012.

Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements 

Opinions 

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the 
business-type activities, the aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund, 
and the aggregate remaining fund information of the County of Broome, New York (the "County"), 
as of and for the year ended December 31, 2021 (with the SUNY Broome for the year ended 
August 31, 2021), and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise 
the County's basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents. 

In our opinion, based on our audit and the reports of the other auditors, the accompanying 
financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the respective financial position of the 
governmental activities, the business-type activities, the aggregate discretely presented 
component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the County, 
as of December 31, 2021, and the respective changes in financial position and, where applicable, 
cash flows thereof for the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America. 

We did not audit the financial statements of the Broome County Local Development Corporation 
("LDC") and the Broome County Land Bank Corporation ("LBC"), which represents 0.4% and 
0.6% of the assets, respectively, and 0.5% and 0.8% of revenues, respectively, of the business­
type activities. We did not audit the financial statements of SUNY Broome (the "College") and 
Broome County Industrial Development Agency ("IDA"), which are considered to be discretely 
presented component units and represent 86.6% and 13.2%, respectively, of the assets, and 
98.1 % and 1.4%, respectively, of the revenues of the aggregate discretely presented component 
units. Those financial statements were audited by other auditors whose reports thereon have 
been furnished to us, and our opinion, insofar as it relates to the amounts included for the LDC, 
LBC, College, and IDA, Is based solely on the reports of such other auditors. 

Basis for Opinions 

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United 
States of America ("GMS"). Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in 
the Auditors' Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We 
are required to be Independent of the County and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in 
accordance with the relevant ethical requirements relating our audit. We believe that the audit 
evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinions. 
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Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements 
The County's management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial 
statements in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of 
America, and for the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the 
preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, 
whether due to fraud or error. 

In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are 
conditions or events, considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the County's 
ability to continue as a going concern for one year after the date that the financial statements are 
issued.

Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not 
absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with 
GAAS will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. The risk of not detecting a material 
misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve 
collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

Such 
information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial 
statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information 
directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements 
or to the basic financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with 
auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America by us and the other auditors.

Management's Discussion and Analysis (Unaudited) 
For the Year Ended December 31, 2021 

The County of Broome's (the "County") Financial Section presents Management's Discussion and 
Analysis (MD&A) on the County's financial performance during the 2021 fiscal year. It is intended to 
be an easily readable analysis of the financial activities of the County, focusing on the current 
activities, known facts, and their impact. The results, both positive and negative, are discussed. To 
properly evaluate the County's position, the MD&A should be read in conjunction with additional 
information that we have furnished in the County's financial statements. 

Financial Highlights 

♦ The County's primary government liabilities and deferred inflows of resources exceeded its 
assets and deferred outflows of resources at the close of fiscal year 2021 by $168,273,836 (net 
position). This amount includes $155,723,469 net investment in capital assets, $19,319,502 that is 
restricted for specific purposes (restricted net position), and an unrestricted net deficit of 
($343,316,807). 

♦ The County's primary government total net position increased during 2021 by $70,243,274. 
The increase was the result of an increase in governmental activities of $67,970,085 and an 
increase in business-type activities of $2,273,189 

♦ As of December 31, 2021, the County's governmental funds had combined fund 

balances of $29,399,459, an increase of $38,548,241 from 2020. 

♦ The combined assigned and unassigned fund balances for the County's General Fund was 
$47,111,812 at the end of 2021. This is approximately 12.8% of the total 2021 expenditures and 
transfers out for the general fund. 

Overview of the Financial Statements 

The County's basic financial statements are comprised of three components: (1} government-wide 
financial statements, (2) fund financial statements, and (3} the accompanying notes to the basic 
financial statements. The notes further explain and support the basic financial statements. The 
County presents two types of financial statements with different views of the County. 

Government-wide financial statements are the first two statements. These statements are 
designed to provide readers with a broad overview of the County's finances, in a manner like a 
private-sector business. These statements present a long-term view of the County's finances. 
Government-wide presentations use the accrual basis of accounting. Under the accrual basis, 
revenues are recorded at the time they are earned, and expenses are recorded at the time 
liabilities are incurred. 
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Both statements differentiate functions of the County that are principally supported by taxes and 
intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities) from functions that are intended to recover 
part or all their costs through user fees and charges (business-type activities). Governmental 
activities include general government, education, public safety, health, transportation, economic 
assistance, culture and recreation, and home and community services. The business-type activities 
include public transportation, the nursing home, solid waste management, the airport, and 
economic assistance. 

The government-wide statements not only include Broome County itself, known as the primary 
government, but also the legally separate SUNY Broome, the Broome County Industrial 
Development Agency, and Broome County Soil & Water Conservation District, which the County is 
financially accountable. Financial information for the College, the IDA and the District is reported 
separately (discretely) from the primary government itself. Additionally, the Broome County Land 
Bank Corporation and the Broome County Local Development Corporation are reported as 
component units within the business-type activities within the primary government. The Broome 
Tobacco Asset Securitization Corporation, although also legally separate functions for all practical 
purposes is reported as a County department and therefore has been included as an integral part 
(blended) of the primary government. 

The statement of net position presents information on all the County assets, liabilities and deferred 
inflows and outflows of resources, with the difference reported as net position. Net position signifies 
the financial position of the County and over time, increases or decreases may serve as a useful 
indicator whether the financial position of the County is improving or deteriorating. To assess the 
overall financial health of the County, it is also necessary to consider non-financial factors such as 
changes in the property tax base. 

The statement of activities presents information showing how the County's net position changed 
during the most recent fiscal year. All changes in net position are reported as soon as the 
underlying event giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of the timing of related cash flows. 
Thus, revenues and expenses are reported in this statement for some items that will only result in 
future period cash flows (e.g. uncollected taxes and earned but unused vacation and sick leave). 

The government-wide financial statements can be found on pages 49-51 of this report. 

Fund financial statements focus on the major funds of the County in more detail than the 
government- wide financial statements. A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to 
maintain control over resources that are segregated for specific activities or objectives. The 
County, like other state and local governments, uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate 
compliance with finance-related requirements. The County's funds can be divided into three types: 
governmental funds, proprietary funds, and fiduciary funds. 

Governmental funds are used to account for the functions reported as governmental activities in 
the government-wide statements. However, unlike the government-wide financial statements, 
governmental funds financial statements focus on near-term inflows and outflows of expendable 
resources as well as what expendable resources remain to fund future activities. Such information 
may be useful in evaluating the County's near-term financial requirements. 
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Because the focus of the governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide statements, 
it is useful to compare the information presented for governmental funds with similar information 
presented for governmental activities in the government-wide statements. By doing· so, readers may 
better understand the long-term impact of the County's near-term financing decisions. Both the 
governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental fund statement of revenues, expenditures, and 
changes in fund balance provide a reconciliation to facilitate this comparison. 

The County maintains ten individual governmental funds. Information is presented separately in the 
governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental fund statement of revenues, expenditures, 
and changes in fund balances for the General Fund, Capital Projects Fund, Debt Service Fund and 
BTASC fund. Data for the other six funds is combined into a single aggregated presentation. Individual 
fund data for each of these nonmajor governmental funds is provided in the form of combining 
statements, which are included in the Combining Individual Fund Financial Statements and Schedules 
section. 

The governmental fund financial statements can be found on pages 52-57 of this report. 

Proprietary funds consist of enterprise and internal service funds. The enterprise funds are used to 
report the same functions presented as business-type activities in the government-wide statements. 
The Department of Transportation, Willow Point Nursing Home, Solid Waste Management, and 
Aviation are considered major funds. Data for the other two enterprise funds are combined into a single 
aggregated presentation and are considered nonmajor enterprise funds. All the enterprise funds are 
presented on the full accrual basis of accounting. 

Although a type of proprietary fund, the internal service funds provide services primarily to other 
County departments. They are allocated on the government-wide statements between governmental 
and business-type activities. They are presented as nonmajorfunds in a single aggregated presentation 
on the proprietary fund statements. Individual fund data for each of the internal service funds is 
provided in the form of combining statements, which are included in the Combining Individual Fund 
Financial Statements and Schedules. 

Because the internal service funds are allocated between the governmental and business-type 
activities on the government-wide statements, both the proprietary fund statement of net position and 
statement of revenues, expenses, and changes in net position provide a reconciliation to facilitate 
comparison with similar information presented for business-type activities in the government-wide 
statements. 

Proprietary funds statements provide the same type of information as the government-wide statements, 
only in more detail. 

The proprietary fund financial statements can be found on pages 58-61 of this report. 

Fiduciary funds are used to account for those resources the County maintains only as a trustee, or 
fiduciary, for the benefit of others, to whom those resources belong. All the fiduciary funds held by the 
County are Custodial funds. Custodial funds are held on behalf of others and involve the receipt, 
temporary investment, and remittance of the resources to individuals, private organizations, or other 
governments. Fiduciary funds held by the County are not reflected in the government-wide statements 
because the resources of those funds are not available to support the County's own programs. 
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The statement of fiduciary net position and statement of changes in fiduciary net position can be 
found on pages 62-63 of this report. 

Notes to the basic financial statements proviqe additional information that is essential to a full 
understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements. 

The notes to the basic financial statements can be found starting on page 67 of this report. 

Other Information, in addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes presents 
required supplementary information concerning the County's net pension liability and the 
County's other postemployment benefits ("OPEB") obligation. 

Required Supplementary Information and related notes can be found on pages 141-145 of this 
report. 

Combining statements, referred to earlier, are presented as supplementary information and 
provide information on nonmajor governmental, business-type and internal service funds, and are 
presented immediately following the required supplementary information. 

Combining and individual fund statements and schedules can be found starting on page 155 of 
this report.

The largest portion of the County's total primary government net position reflects its $155.7 million 
investment in capital assets (land, buildings, infrastructure, and equipment), less the outstanding debt 
used to acquire these assets. The County uses these assets to provide services to citizens, consequently 
these assets are not available for future spending. Although the County's investment in capital assets are 
reported net of related debt, it should be noted that the resources needed to repay this debt must be 
provided from other sources, since the capital assets cannot be used to liquidate these liabilities. 

An additional portion of the County's total primary government net position, $19.3 million, represents 
resources that are subject to restrictions on how they may be used either by external entities or by 
enabling legislation of the County. More detailed information about the County's restricted net position is 
presented in Note 19 to the financial statements. 

The remaining portion ofthe primary government net position, ($343.3) million, is unrestricted. This deficit 
does not mean that the County dos not have resources available to meet its obligations in the ensuing 
year. Rather, it reflects liabilities not related to the County's capital assets and are not expected to be 
repaid from current resources. These long-term liabilities, presented in Note 8, are funded annually 
within the funds.

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Financial Analysis of the County's Funds 

As noted earlier the County uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with 
finance-related legal requirements. 

Governmental funds focus on providing information on near-term inflows and outflows of 
expendable resources as well as what expendable resources remain to fund future activities. 
Such information may be useful in evaluating the County's near-term financial requirements. 
Unassigned fund balance may serve as a useful measure of the County's net resources 
available for spending at the end of the fiscal year. 

At the end of fiscal year 2021 the County's major governmental funds reported combined fund 
balances of $25.8 million, an increase of $39.0 million from the prior year. Excluding the effects 
on the capital projects fund deficit, $47.1 million constitutes assigned and unassigned fund 
balance, which is available for spending at the County's discretion. The remainder of the fund 
balance is not available for spending because it is nonspendable, $12.0 million, or restricted, 
$15.5 million.

In December 2013, the Moody's Rating Report upgraded the County's outstanding general obligation bond 
rating from an A2- rating to an A2 rating with no outlook. In April 2014, Standard & Poor•s·upgraded the 
County's outstanding general obligation bond rating to A+ staple :from a previous "A" rating. Both ratings 
were re-affirmed in January 2019 and April 2017, respectively. In April 2019, Standard & Poor's changed 
the County's rating from A+ to AA. Additionally, in April 2021, the Moody's Investors Service· has 
assigned a MIG 1 rating to Broome County which reflects the long-term credit ofBropme County in the 
A2 long-term rating 

New York State statutes limit the amount of the genera1 obligation debt the County may issue to 7% of the 
average full valuation of its taxable real estate for the most recent five-year period. The current debt 
limitation for the County is $704,459,696. The County's current obligations amount to only 19.48% of the 
allowable debt limitation. · 

In April of 2021, the County i~sued. $64,175,000 in bond anticipation notes at par value with interest rate 
of 1.5% and $11,708,091 in federally taxable bond anticipation notes at par value with an interest rate of 
1.0%. The purpose of the notes is fo fund various capital programs including the renovation, repair, and 
enhancement of County buildings, roads, bridges, and other facilities. 

There were no tax anticipation notes issued in 2021. More detailed information about the County's short­
tetm and long-term liabilities is presented in Notes 7 and 8 to the :financial statements.
