#1 RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT WITH THE BROOME TIOGA BOARD
OF COOPERATIVE EDUCATION SERVICES (BOCES) AND THE BINGHAMTON

Responding to questions from Mr. Shaw, Mr. Garnar stated that this
is a one-time incentive and the goal is to fill all positions and retain current employees while
working to address compensation for employees.

Mr. Garnar further stated
because of the short time frame for the project to be completed, there was only one bidder for
the 3 phase of the project which may have increased estimated project costs and that the
county would probably never see this kind of state and federal funding again.
