n Propane gas tanks over 20 pounds	 n Check with local scrap metal recyclers.

n Explosives (flares)	 n Contact the local police department for assistance.
n Shock sensitive material (picric acid, crystallized ethers)	 n Contact a hazardous waste vendor.

n Telephones or answering machines	 n Place in regular trash.
n Vacuums or humidifiers	 n Place in regular trash.
n n Accepted by scrap metal recyclers, the landfill, or contact your 		

 garbage hauler for details.
n Refrigerators, air conditioners and dehumidifiers	 n Accepted at the landfill during regular hours for a fee of $10 per unit.
n Latex Paint	 n Allow paint to dry out and dispose of in the trash with lid removed. 

Add kitty litter or speedy dry to help solidify the paint.
